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An interview with Attila Turóczi, the
translator, Eszter Ferentzi, the publisher’s
reader, and Nándor Érsek, the general ma-
nager of Scolar Kiadó which currently
publishes the complete works of Carl
Gustav Jung in Hungarian. This translation
project contracted by the publisher repre-
sents an important advance not only for
Hungarian psychological literature, but
also for Hungarian culture in general, as
Jung recommends himself as a major
thinker for philosophers, literary critics
and writers alike.
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Stranger in the Bildung: The ‘Break-

through’ as a Nietzschean Praxis and Karl
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Bildung, a western cultural ideal, reached
its culmination point by the turning of the
18-19th century. Since the basis of Bildung
was formed by the variations of classical
erudition, in the Age of Bildung the defi-
ning epistemological and methodological
pattern was that of classical philology. As
a young and talented philologist Nietzsche
was among the first to point out the meta-
scientific and simultaneously, the cultural
scandal of domination established and
maintained by Bildung’s homologous
hermeneutical practice. This article pre-
sents how the Nietzschean propositions
did set the stage for Karl Kerényi’s later
concept of philology as an ‘existential sci-
ence’, which was aimed to de(con)struct
the Bildung’s classical philological ideal
and opened up Kerényi’s philological
investigations towards the Jungian psy-
choanalysis and a certain kind of cultural
anthropology.

Carl Gustav Jung
The Archetypes of the Collective Un-

conscious
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Excerpt of the renowned Swiss psychiatrist’s
seminal work The Archetypes and the
Collective Unconscious (Collected Works of
C.G. Jung Vol. 9 Part 1), to be published in
Hungarian in 2011 by Scolar Kiadó as part of
the larger translation project of his collected
works. “We must now turn to the question of
how the existence of archetypes can be
proved. Since archetypes are supposed to
produce certain psychic forms, we must dis-
cuss how and where one can get hold of the
material demonstrating these forms. The
main source, then, is dreams, which have the
advantage of being involuntary, spontaneous
products of the unconscious psyche and are
therefore pure products of nature not falsi-
fied by any conscious purpose.” (C. G. Jung)
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Dreaming and Poetry
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Poetry (traditionally encompassing lyric verse,
drama and epical works) and dreaming are
both a matter of our lived experience, which
in this case does not relate to the immediate
realities of our environment, and, at the same
time, can also not be called “fictional”,
because, strictly speaking, there are no “fic-
tional” experiences. Epical poetry can tell a
“fictional” story, and its experience is can be
very real, and lyrical poems are never “fictio-
nal”, and they also offer the possibility of real
experience. The relationship between poetry
and dreaming could rather be summarized as:
myth and evocation of ancient forces vs. real
occurrence and wakefulness during sleep; the
mysteries of real life and accounts of human
destiny vs. actual, yet codified, significance;
analysis of mysteries and searching for myths
vs. useful diagnostic tool, respectively: pas-
time and amusement, playing with evocation
and narration vs. no significance whatsoever.
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
