Tibor B o z z i ou r en thus ias t i c co l l abora to r i n b a n d i n g b i rds a n d r ea r ing w a i f 
y o u n g b i rds was b o r n at Budapes t on M a y Ist, 1922 a n d d i e d at B u d a p e s t o n Sep tem­
ber 25th , 1960. — D r . H e n r i k D o r n i n g was b o r n a t Polgárdi ( C o u n t y Fejér) o n 
F e b r u a r y 24tb, 1880. H e i n h e r i t e d h i s love for N a t u r e f r o m b is p h y s i c i a n grandfa ther . 
H e a t t ended the g rammar-schools a t B u d a p e s t a n d B a j a , s t a r t ed to s t u d y l aw , b u t 
before g r a d u a t i n g h i s fa tber d i e d a n d be was compe l l ed to l ook for a S i t u a t i o n and. 
went i n for the pol ice . H e was h a b i l i t a t e d a doc to r j u r i s i n 1907, b u t i n the course 
of h i s s t u d y i n g l a w h is i n c l i n a t i o n for zoology asserted i t se l f a n d he a t t ended the 
lectures on zoology of P R O F . E N T Z S E N . too. H i s chiefs soon recognized t ha t b y i n c l i ­
n a t i o n he was n o t a t t r a c t e d b y execut ive affairs a n d therefore he was r a the r ass igned 
research a n d educa t i ona l tasks a n d was sent to i n t e r n a t i o n a l C o n f e r e n c e s on a c c r u n t 
of h is knowledge of languages. Seve ra l of h i s papers o n l a w were p u b l i s h e d a n d as 
a zoologis t he was at f i rs t engaged i n but te r f l ies . I n 1900 he began to wr i t e a r t i c l e s 
on tha t subject i n the „Zoológia i L a p o k " , of w h i c h p e r i o d i c a l he was also a n ass i s tan t 
ed i tor l a te r for some t i m e . A t f i r s t b i s a r t ic les appeared u n d e r the p s e u d o n y m „ Z o o -
P H T L O S " or „ O R N I T H O P H I L O S " w i t h Greek end ing , for i t was n o t he who w r o t e 
unde r the s i m i l a r p s e u d o n y m w i t h L a t i n end ing . Soon h is ent i re interest was ar res ted 
b y o rn i tho logy a n d h i s papers on other subjects (e.g. o n the K o m o n d o r , the spec ia l 
Hungárián b i g watchdog) appeared b u t r a re ly n o w . A q u i l a p u b l i s h e d h i s f i r s t s c i en t i ­
f ic a r t i c le i n 1908, fo l lowed b y m a n y others. H i s l i t e r a r y w o r k compr izes 239 s tud ies 
of w h i c h 189 are pe r t a in ing to o rn i t ho logy . H e was p r i n c i p a l l y e m p l o y e d i n the b i r d s 
of B u d a p e s t a n d i n the changes of the a v i f a u n a a t Budapes t . H e was pa r t i cvda r ly 
engaded i n the ques t ion of the swi f t e s tab l i sh ing i t se l f as res ident i n B u d a p e s t . W i t h 
respect to the i nves t i ga t i on of the hoopoe 's eocology he also d i s p r o v e d the m i s c o n -
cept ions. I n 1920 he o b t a i n e d the d i p l o m a of a n „ordinary observer" to the O r n i t h o -
log ica l Ins t i tu te , i n 1928 he o b t a i n e d t ha t of a „corresponding m e m b e r " , i n 1930 
he was e lected a „honorary m e m b e r " to the Soc ie ty of the Hungárián O r n i t h o l o g i s t s 
and r ewarded w i t h the „ O t t o H e r m a n M e d a l " . I n 1934 he r e t i r ed to be able to devo te 
a l l h is t i m e en t i r e ly to O r n i t h o l o g y . H e se t t led d o w n i n the i r s m a l l f a m i l y house a t 
Csömör, there he spent m o s t of h i s t i m e w a t c h i n g the b i rds of the v i c i n i t y . I n the 
mean t ime , however , he l i v e l y p a r t i c i p a t e d i n eve ry zoo log ica l or o r n i t h o l o g i c a l a c t i o m 
A f t e r the e n d of the w a r he m o v e d to Csömör for good a n d a l l . I n 1949 he was appo in -
ted a n h o n o r a r y m e m b e r to the N a t u r e h i s t o r i c a l Soc ie ty . E v e n a t the end of h is l i f e 
he exp lo red the l i t e ra tu re w i t h the a g i l i t y of a y o u t h a n d d i d the w o r k of C o n t r o l l i n g 
the register of the Hungárián b i rds w i t h the greatest en thus ia sm a n d thoroughness. 
T o h i s great sor row his hea r ing began to f a l l h i m a n d he h a d d i f f icu l t ies i n d i s t i ngu i sh -
i n g the cal ls a n d songs of the b i rds . I n the s u m m e r of 1959 h is h e a l t h began to deeline 
r a p i d l y a n d on F e b r u a r y 16th, 1960 he t r a n q u i l l y deceased. H i s m e m o r y i n the c i r c l e 
of the Hungárián o r n i t h o l o g y l ives as t ha t of a warmhea r t ed , a lways he lp fu l , b r o a d -
minded. and. h i g h l y educa ted speciahst , who i n h i s l i fe endeavoured con t inuous ly 
tha t the Hungárián o rn i t ho logy s h o u l d w o r k i n h a i m o n y a n d t ha t the d ivergences 
of op in ion s h o u l d be smoo thed a w a y . — Rezső Fába was b o r n a t Érsekújvár on 
M a y 22nd 1873. I n 1895 he got to A d o l f L e n d l ' s t a x i d e r m a l Workshop w h i c h he 
took over f r o m h i m i n 1913. T h e Hungárián o r n i t h o l o g y owes m a n y va luab l e faunisti« 
c a l da t a to h i m for he w a s i n pe rmanen t contac t w i t h the speciahst . A l s o for V A S V Á R I 
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he d i l i g e n t l y co l l ec ted the s tomach-contents of the b i rds . H e was a mas te r i n con-
s e r v i n g b i rds a l r eady i n a v e r y poor , spo i l ed c o n d i t i o n b u t — f r o m sc ien t i f i c s tand­
p o i n t — to be s aved a t a n y ra te . H e d i e d after l o n g sufferings at B u d a p e s t on M a y 
21st, 1960. — H . A . G i lbe i t was b o r n a t B o m b a y on J u n e 2nd , 1886. H e s t u d i e d 
a t O x f o r d , t h e n r e t u r n e d to I n d i a . Z o o l o g y was h i s o v e r l a s t i n g passión a n d tha t 
b rough t h i m to H u n g a r y i n 1930 a n d m a d e h i m a great f r i e n d of her . I n the f o l l o w i n g 
year he wro te h i s f ine b o o k : „Watch ing a n d W a n d e r i n g a m o n g B i r d s " t ha t m o s t l y 
deals w i t h H u n g a r y . L a t e r he came b a c k to us i n severa l years b r i n g i n g h i s f r iends 
w i t h h i m too. W e owe i m p o r t a n t f a u n i s t i c a l d a t a to h i s exp lo ra t ions i n H u n g a r y : e.g. 
the b r eed ing of the hedge-sparrow i n the Szigetköz, etc. H e was a c c o m p a n i e d o n h i s 
t r ave l s b y A . B R O C K the excel lent pho tographer of b i rds , H O N . G . L . C H A R T E R I S , 
to w h o m we also owe m u c h i n en la rg ing o u r f a u n i s t i c a l knowledge , G . T O M K I N S O N 
a n d m a n y others were h i s excel lent fe l low-workers o n h i s t r ave l s , b u t f i r s t of a l l b is 
wife . O n d iscuss ing the i r ach ievements we canno t separate t he i r a c t i v i t y . T h e w a r 
i n t e r r u p t e d o u r contac t , b u t after the w a r — i n w h i c h he h a d lost h i s eklest son — 
b e jo ined the Hungárián R e l i e f O r g a n i s a t i o n as soon as he h a d been d e m o b i h z e d . 
I n 1912 he r e t u r n e d f r o m I n d i a to G r e a t B r i t a i n . H e was one of the ins t iga to rs o f 
the O r g a n i s a t i o n of b a n d i n g d u c k s a t Or i e l tone . H i s p i i b l i s h e d books and papers are 
m a n y . I n 1939 he became cor respond ing m e m b e r to o u r In s t i t u t e . H e l i v e d at B i s h o p -
stone L o d g e b y H e r e f o r d a n d there he d i e d i n J u l y of 1960. — A n t a l Ha jek head-
forester was b o r n at Érsekújvár o n J u n e 8 th , 1876. H e was e m p l o y e d a t Csurgó 
( C o u n t y Somogy) be tween 1895—1901, nex t a t Kálmáncsa be tween 1901—J938. 
T h e n he r e t i r e d a n d m o v e d to K e s z t h e l y . F r o m C o u n t y S o m o g y the science owes 
to h i m m a n y i m p o r t a n t f a u n i s t i c a l d a t a (on the p y g m y co rmoran t , etc.) a n d he was 
a l w a y s a n en thus ias t i c co l l abora to r i n the research o f the m i g r a t i o n of the b i rds . 
H e d i e d a t K e s z t h e l y o n F e b r u a r y 8 th , 1980. — Carlos Lakó was b o r n at Szeged 
o n Sep tember l o t h , 1895. H e l e a rned t a x i d e r m y f r o m h is b ro the r - in - l aw, Rezső 
Fába. A f t e r the f i r s t w o r l d - w a r he got to H a m b u r g as a t a x i d e r m i s t , f r o m where 
h e e m i g r a t e d to B r a z i l a n d se t t l ed d o w n a t M a n a o s . The re he was r o v i n g the p r i m e -
v a l forests of B r a z i l for 17 years co l l ec t i ng b i rds a n d o ther zoo log ica l obiects d i l i ­
g e n t l y a n d v i s i t e d a great p a r t of B r a z i l . F r o m 1937 he w o r k e d at the M u s e u m i n 
R i o de J a n e i r o . O n v e r y m a n y occasions d i d he send home a n d dona ted m a t e r i a l to 
t he Hungárián I n s t i t u t e too . S e v e r a l a n i m a l s d i scove red b y h i m were g i v e n names 
after h i m b y the Brazílián researchers. H e d i e d a t R i o de J a n e i r o o n A p r i l 22nd, 
1960. —• János M a t i s k o v i c s was b o r n a t S z l a v a ( C o u n t y Turócz, S l o v a k i a ) o n 

J u n e 25th , 1893. H e a t t ended h i s schools a t M i s k o l c a n d there he entered the service 
o f the Hungárián Sta te R a i l w a y s . I n 1930 he r e t i r e d a n d f r o m t h e n o n he d e v o t e d 
h i s t i m e to the cause of the b i r d - p r o t e c t i o n , p r o p a g a t i n g i t b u t also m a t e r i a l l y con t r i -
b u t i n g to i t . H e d i e d at M i s k o l c o n A p r i l 17th, 1960. H e w i l l e d a l l h i s for tune to the 
O r n i t h o l o g i c a l I n s t i t u t e . — D r . Jenő Nagy was b o r n at Nyíregyháza o n D e c e m b e r 
29th , 1882. A f t e r h a v i n g g r adua t ed at the TJn ivers i ty of Kolozsvár he was e m p l o y e d 
as teacher be tween 1908—1922 a t l í jverbász a n d be tween 1922—1944 a t the C a l -
v i n i s t Col lege i n Deb recen . I n h i s A v o r k i n g sphere he d i d m u c h for the p r o p a g a t i o n 
o f o r n i t h o l o g y a n d of the i d e a of b i r d - p r o t e c t i o n . H e o rgan i zed the „Socie ty of B i r d -
P r o t e c t i o n b e y o n d the T i s z a " a n d b y w a y of a r r a n g i n g so-ca l led S to rk - , S w a l l o w , 
etc. par t ies he p r o c u r e d m a n y fr iends for the b i r d - p r o t e c t i o n . T h e area of h is rese­
a r c h was the Hor tobágy p r i m a r i l y — u n f o r t u n a t e l y h i s notes pe r i shed d u r i n g the 
war , before he c o u l d have p u b l i s h e d t h e m — b u t there was h a r d l y a p a r t of the Car ­
p a t h i a n B a s i n , w h i c h he h a d n o t v i s i t e d i n b i s l i fe . I n the course of h is exp lora t ions 
o n the Hor tobágy he was p r i m a r i l y in te res ted i n the gees. I n the Nagyerdő forest 
he erec ted a shel ter for the w o u n d e d gees b rough t to h i m a n d h o w i t s tood the test 
is p r o v e d b y the whi te - f ron ted gees successful ly b reed ing there i n c a p t i v i t y . H i s 
p u b l i c a t i o n s are c h a r a c t e n z e d b y exaggerated caut iousness , b y w h i c h t h e y have a 
ce r t a in t o u c h of u n c e r t a i n t y . O w i n g to th i s no more jus t i f i ab le cautiousness b is fmds 
were m o s t l y preceded — see the cases of the shor t - toed l a r k (he was the n o m e n c l a t o r 
of the s t r i k i n g Hungárián n a m e : „sziki p a c s i r t a " , m e a n i n g the l a r k of sodaic ranges), 
C o l l a r e d T u r t l e dove „Türken taube" i n Hungárián a n d i n G e r m a n , etc. — a n d so 
he got i n v o l v e d i n m a n y disputes . A n d t h o u g h he h a d j o i n e d the co l l abora to r C o m m u ­
n i t y of the In s t i t u t e i n the days of O T T Ó H E R M A N (1904) a n d was f a i t h fu l to i t to 
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t he end of b is l i fe , s t i l l f r o m t i m e to t i m e he also turnéd against i t . H e ca r r i ed o n h i s 
d i spu tes w i t h great passión a n d therefore severa l t imes i n a b iased wa y . I n 1905 
he became a „regulär obse rver" a n d i n 1918 a „corresponding m e m b e r " to the I n s t i ­
t u t e ; i n 1949 he was h a b i l i t a t e d a t the U n i v e r s i t y i n Deb recen ( „ U n i v . D o c " ) a n d 
i n 1955 he ach i eved the degree of „cand ida te" of the b i o l o g i c a l sciences. Represent -
i n g the „Socie ty of B i r d - P r o t e c t i o n b e v o n d the T i s z a " he t ook pa r t o n i n t e r n a t i o n a l 
congresses of o r n i t h o l o g y a n d b i r d p r o t e c t i o n ( L u x e m b u r g 1925; G e n e v a 1928; O x f o r d 
1934; R o u e n 1938). I n the course of 42 years he v i s i t e d 17 count r ies i n E u r o p e where 
he s t u d i e d the museums a n d zoological -gardens d i l i g e n t l y . I n 1934 he m a d e a longer 
v o y a g e to the n o r t h e r n p a r t of N o r w a y . H e wro te his m o s t s ign i f i can t s tudies o n the 
b i rd -geograph ica l d i v i s i o n of H u n g a r y (1917), o n the b i rd - l i f e o n the Nagyié t ( i . e . 
large meadow) of P a n c s o v a ( N E off B e l g r a d , 1922), o n the geese (1924, 1935, 1950), 
•on h i s voyage to N o r w a y (1944), etc. H e c o u l d m a r v e l l o u s l y i m i t a t e the cal ls a n d 
.songs of the b i rds . H e wro te also books o n the wa te r - fowl , the b i rds of the woods 
.and the r ap to r i a l s b y w h i c h he p r o m o t e d the sp read ing of the knowledge o f b i rds . 
H e was jo in t -pres ident to the A s s o c i a t i o n of the Hungárián Or-nithologists a n d i n 
1959 the U n i v e r s i t y of Szeged r ewarded h i m w i t h the go lden d i p l o m a . A t the e n d 
o f h i s l i fe w h e n h is f a i l i n g h e a l t h a n d bea r ing p r e v e n t e d h i m f r o m w o r k i n g i n the 
f i e l d a n d after h a v i n g m o v e d i n 1945 to B u d a p e s t he d e v o t e d Iiis t i m e to s tudies 
i n l i b r a r i e s : i n 1950 be was emp loyed i n the N a t i o n a l M u s e u m .

H i s d io ramas c o m p r i s i n g 
the w h i t e rh inoceros , e lephant , l i o n , chimpansee , o rang-u tang a n d ant i lopes de l igh ted 
b o t h the specia l is ts a n d thousands of v i s i t o r s ; a n d so d i d his s tag a n d boa r groups 
i n the A g r i c u l t r r r a l M u s e u m . H e was a mas te r of s tu f f ing a n d m o u n t i n g b i rds as w e l l . 
A f t e r l o n g sufferings he deceased o n A u g u s t 31st, 1962 i n Budapes t . — Hans Sa l ­
i nen b a n k c l e r k , a n en thus ias t ic a m a t e u r o rn i tho log i s t was b o r n o n M a y 6th , 1896 
i n Bucares t . H e s t u d i e d the b i rds i n the coun t rys ide of Brassó ( S E T r a n s y l v a n i a ) 
a n d p u b l i s h e d severa l papers o n t h e m . Tu 1928 he spent h i s v a c a t i o n a t o u r In s t i t u t e 
to o b t a i n fu r ther i n s t ruc t ions . I t was t h e n t h a t he u n d e r t o o k the t r a n s l a t i o n of the 
G e r m a n texts i n A q u i l a w h a t he ca r r i ed o n w i t h great en thus i a sm a n d w i t h o u t a n y 
r e t r i b u t i o n t i l i 1943. T h e w a r d r i f t ed h i m to A u s t r i a , where he se t t led d o w n a t L i n z 
e m p l o y e d as a c l e rk of a n enterprise . H e , however , t ook his records w i t h h i m i n c l u d -
i n g a l l the notes of the ent i re l i t e ra tu re of the o r n i t b o l o g i c a l research i n T r a n s y l v a n i a 
wdl ich he had co l lec ted i n the course of m a n y years . T h e n h a v i n g no m o r e m u c h oppor-
t u n i t y to s t u d y the b i rds i n the f ie lds , he r e m a i n e d i n con tac t w i t h our I n s t i t u t e a n d 
j o i n e d the A s s o c i a t i o n of B i r d - P r o t e c t i o n of L i n z where he wro te h i s comprehens ive 
w o r k o n the b i rds of T r a n s y l v a n i a , the m a n u s c r i p t of w h i c h h e sent d i l i g e n t l y to us 
fo r cor rec t ion . T h e w o r k was r eady i n 1955, b u t u n f o r t u a t e l y i t h a s no t f o u n d a 
pub l i she r t i l i now. H e d i e d o n Sep tember 15tb, 1961 i n L i n z . — János Starnberger 
a n excep t iona l ly i ndus t r ious a n d conscient ious , successful b a n d i n g co l l abora to r of 
o u r Ins t i t u t e was b o r n i n V i e n n a on M a y 14th, 1902 a n d d i e d i n B u d a p e s t o n D e c e m ­
ber 2nd, 1960. — D r . Lajos Elemér Szalay c o u n t r y - p h i s i c i a n w a s b o r n o n A u g u s t 
27th , 1875 i n Budapes t . A s a m e d i c a l s tudent he jo ined O T T O H E R M Á N as h i s assis tant 
a n d was engaged i n b i rd-os teo logy. H e was i n the e m p l o y m e n t of the In s t i t u t e b e t ­
ween 1895—1901. A f t e r h a v i n g g r adua t ed he became a c o u n t r y - p h y s i c i a n a n d m o v e d 
to Fonyód , b u t observed the b i rds at Mosonbánfalva too (1905—1911). B e i n g a m o -
dest researcher h i s vo ice c o u l d b u t s e ldom be bea rd , b u t as a h u n t e r he w a t c h e d the 
m o v i n g of the b i rds a n d the q u a r r y of the l o c a l hun te r s w i t h keen e y e a n d as soon 
as he observed some th ing u n u s u a l he a c q u i r e d i t for o u r In s t i t u t e so tha t there was 
even a n u n i c u m (Larus leucopterus) a m o n g the b i rds dona t ed b y h i m . I n spite of h i s 
h i g h age he h a d h i s fa i r share i n eve ry c o m m o n w o r k , and he p a i d pe rmanen t a t ten­
t i o n to the foreign, especia l ly the F r e n c h l i t e ra tu re of N a t u r e h i s t o r y . H e d i e d o n 
D e c e m b e r 2nd, 1960 at Fonyód . — La jos Tőkés g r a m m a r - s c h o o l teacher was b o r n

o n A p r i l 24th , 1873 i n Nagyvárad. H e got to Temesvár as a teacher a n d t o o k a l i v e l y -
p a r t i n the w o r k of the l o c a l n a t u r e - h i s t o r i c a l socie ty . There he wro te h i s bas ic s t u d i e r 
o n the b i rds of tbe Bánat i n 1903, 1904. Subsequen t ly , however , the o r n i t h o l o g y d i d 
n o t hear of h i m a n y more . So jus t b y chance have we h e a r d of the la te r years o f his-
l i f e : after the f i r s t w o r l d - w a r he got f r o m Temesvár to Máramarossziget as a teacher, 
i n 1935 he re t i red a n d m o v e d to Sátoraljaújhely, f r o m where after the second w o r l d -
w a r he got to B u d a p e s t a n d here he d i e d o n Sep tember 13th, 1951. — János Tö l ­
gyesi c i v i l se rvan t , a n en thus ias t i c b a n d i n g co l l abo ra to r of o u r I n s t i t u t e was b o r n 
a t Felsőireg i n 1904 and d i e d a t G y ő r o n D e c e m b e r 14th, 1960. — Árpád VezénjL 
engineer was b o r n i n B u d a p e s t o n F e b r u a r y 14th, 1876. B e t w e e n 1901 —1903 he 
was e m p l o y e d as ass is tant to o u r In s t i t u t e . T h e n he left the In s t i t u t e w i t h the p l a n 
of accep t ing a S t a t i o n i n E g y p t , wha t , however , he d i d n o t real ize , for A D O L F L E N D L . 
s t a r t ed h i s e x p e d i t i o n to S o u t h - A m e r i c a a n d took h i m w i t h h i m . T h e e x p e d i t i o n re­
t u r n e d after one a n d a h a l f year , b u t V E Z É N Y I r e m a i n e d i n A r g e n t i n a con t inu ing -
his zoo log i ca l c o l l e c t i o n : l a t e r he was e m p l o y e d as t e c h n i c a l d r a w e r to a r a i l w a y 
b u i l d i n g C o m p a n y g e t t i ng soon to i t s c e n t r a l office i n Buenos A i r e s where he g r adua -
t e d o n the t e c h n i c a l u n i v e r s i t y .

H E R M A N a n d i n 1928 he became cor respond ing m e m b e r to o u r Ins t i t u t e . T h o u g h 
o n l y t w o of h i s sma l l e r a r t ic les were p u b l i s h e d i n A q u i l a , b is comprehens ive s t u d y 
o n the feeding of the d i p p e r m a d e h i s name a t once k n o w n i n the l i t e r a tu re i n 1906, 
a n d based on t ha t d i d the d i p p e r get u n d er p r o t e c t i o n i n H u n g a r y . T h o u g h a great .
