Anndék F. Szabé Jinos, sziilletett Kunszentmartonban 1879, X1I. 15-én. Miiszaki tanul-
ményait Mitweiddban végezte. Innen Wienbe keriilt a foldrajzi intézethez. Az els6 vilag-
hébortiiban igen sok helyen megfordult, volt Bagdadban és Jeruzsdlemben is. Szive azon-
‘ban sziiletési helyére vonzotta vissza. Az Aquildba neve az 1933. évi megfigyelésekkel ke-
riil. Féleg Bugacon fejtette ki maddrtani munkdssdgdt, ahol a ,,maddr-kapitiny” koz-
iismert ember volt, egész kis mizeumot rendezett be pusztai nydrilakdban, ahol t6bbszér
keresték fel kiilféldi szakemberek is. 1950-ben a szegedi tervezé-irodanal, majd a kecske-
méti banknal, a helyi fé6ldméréseknél dolgozik magas kora ellenére, torhetetlen energidval.
‘Utjait felhasznédlja a gélyaszdmldldsra is, és lelkesen buzditja, tanitja a fiatalsigot ha-
'sonlé kutatdsok végzésére. A maddrvédelemnek is lelkes harcosa, propagdléja. Nevéhez
fiizédik a dogkeselyt kimutatdsa a Duna—Tisza kozér6l stb. A régészet terén is dolgozott.
Hosszas betegeskedés utan Kiskunmajsdan, 1964. XII. 14-én halt meg.

(sinesa Jenoné. Intézetiinknek az 1945—1955. kézti években rendkiviil énzetlen, fa-
radtsdgot nem ismerd hivatalsegéde. Meghalt Budapesten 1961. XTI. 19-én.

Dr. Darnay-Dornyai Béla, sziiletett Keszthelyen, 1887. TII. 25-én. Iskolait Tatan és
‘Veszprémben végezte, majd a budapesti egyetemen geologiabdl doktoral (1913) és meg-
‘szerzi a foldrajz —természetrajz-tanari diplomat is (1910). Disszertdciéja Rozsahegy geo-
16gidjarol szolott, amely még ma is a Karpitok geoldgidjanak egyik forrdsmunkdja.
11909 — 1921 kozott kozépiskolai tandr Roézsahegyen, Veszprémben és Magyardvaron.
Tanarsdga kézben azonban mindeniitt részt vesz a muzeumok szervezésében, sét Tatan
is alapit mizeumot. A rdzsahegyi mizeumnak egyik alapitdja. 1921 —23 kozott a Szélé-
‘szeti Intézet kutatdja, 1923 —40 kozitt pedig a salgdtarjani redlgimndzium tandra, és
egynttal itt is a mizeum alapitéja. 1940-ben dtveszi sziillévarosa, Keszthely mizeumanak
vezetését és innen vonul nyugdijba 1948-ban. 1952 —54 kozt azonban ismét aktiv, mint
a Foldtani Intézet kutatoja. Intézetiinkkel még HeErMAN Orrd idejében érintkezést
keres, neve elészor 1922-ben szerepel az Aquildban. Ezutdn is dllomdshelyeirél gyakran
kiilldozget anyagot és jelentéseket. A szdzadeleji lelkes muzeumigazgatok tipusa. Tuddsa
rendkiviil sokoldali, a geolégidn kiviil a hidrolégia, archeolégia, néprajz, miivel6déstor-
' ténet, botanika sth. is érdeklik. Kora fiatalsdgatél kezdve gyakran kellett a mostoha
sorssal megbirkdznia, de lelkesedése élete utolsd pillanatdig sem tort meg. A sokoldald
tudds hdtrdnyos kovetkezménye (ez dltaldban jellemzi kora muzeumigazgatoit), hogy
fészakmdjukon kiviil a tobbiben egyszertien nines idejiik elmélyedni, marpedig allasukkal
jaré kotelezettség, hogy mindent el kell latniuk. Emiatt 6 is sok vitdba keveredett, de
mi, akik kozelrdl ismertitk 6t, tudtuk réla, hogy csak idegen tdamaddsra ingerlékeny,
barati kritikdt mindig szivesen elfogad, és aki vele barati viszonyba keriil, az tudasanak
- gazdag tarhazabol rendkiviil sokat merithet. — Legerdsebb oldala volt a turista-kalauzok
- irdsa, melyek ma is irdnymutatok. Még megérte utolsé miive, a Balaton-Felvidék Kalau-
za (1965) megjelenését, de tollbanmaradt a két legf6bb munkdja: Gyenesdids és Salgdtar-
| jan monografidja. 1964-ben a rézsahegyi miizeum meghivija 50-ik évi fennillasa jubileu-
méra, ugyanebben az évben Tata vdrosa a mizeum alapitasaval szerzett érdemeiért disz-
 polgdrrd vilasztja, és ugyanekkor megkapja a tandri aranydiplomat is. Még idds kora-
' ban is sokat tevékenykedett a szabadban, kénnyii volt elesdbitani egy-egy érdekes terii-
letre. Ilyenkor nehéz hatizsikkal jott, de geoldgiai gyiijtései kovetkeztében még nehe-
 zebbel tért haza. Haldla viratlanul érte bardtait és a tudomanyos vilagot. Meghalt Buda-
pesten 1965. TV, 5-én.
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Prof. Dr. Ehik Gyula, sziiletett Kolozsvdron, 1891. II. 4-én. Tanulményait Brassébau
végezte, majd a budapesti egyetemen doktoral (1913) és tandri diploméit szerez (1915).
1912—13 kozt a Foldtani Intézet kutatoja, 1914 — 18 kozt kozépiskolai tanar, 1919 —1955
kozt a Nemzeti Mizeum Allattaraban dolgozik, féigazgato-helyettesi rangban. Ezzel egy

id6ben, 1927—48 kozt tanit az Agrdregyetemen, ahol 1927-ben magantandri, 1943-ban

c. rk. tandri oklevelet kap. 1944 —46 kozt az dllattani szakosztdly elndke. Intézetiinkkel

1909-ben vette fel a kapesolatot, amikor maddrvonuldsi jelentéseket kiildstt Brassobol. .
Csorcey-hez és ScHENK-hez bardti kapesolat flizte, és ugyanigy VasvAri-hoz is. Mindig |

élénken érdekl6dstt a maddrtan irdnt. A havasi varju magyar példdnydnak megmentése
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nevéhez flizédik. Amidén 1945-ben intézetiink elégett, az els6k kozt sietett segitsé-

giinkre kiényvek adomdnyozdsdval. Meghalt Budapesten 1964. XTI. 28-4n.

Fiy Aladir festémiivész, szilletett Budapesten 1898, IV. 11-én, meghalt ugyanott
1963. I1. 18-an. Az Allatkert részére készitett, féleg tropusi madarakat abrazold képeivel

valt ismertté neve a madartanban.

Konok Istvin, sziiletett Békéscsaban 1928, VIIIL. 19-én. A budapesti tudomidnyegyete-

men tanult, akiben a maddrtan nagy reménységét lattuk. Amikor 1952-ben a tihanyi |

Biol6giai Intézet kutatéjanak nevezték ki, még egy ideig folytatott maddrtani kutatdso-

kat, de azutan teljesen a gerinctelen allatok fiziolégidajanak vizsgalata kototte le. Kiil-

foldi tanulmdnyutja sordn tragikus hirtelenséggel halt meg Palermdban, 1964. VI. 11-én.

Till Gergely, sziiletett Hndapesten 1890. VI. 14-én. Mar gyermekkoritél fogva érdek-

l6d6tt az dllatok irdnt. 15 éves kordban bedllott tanulénak Dr. LENDL ADOLF muh(,lyebe, |
ahol miivészi tokélyre fejlesztette tuddsat az allatok kitémeésében. Elészor a Szikra és

SZILAGYI cégnél, majd a tanszerkeszté vallalatndl dolgozott. Itt keriilt kapesolatba
VASVARI- val, aklnek sok becses anyagot adott at, tébbek kozt a foti gatydskuvik peldé
nydt. Elete alkonydn legnagyobb éréme volt, hogy ecyik fit-unokajiba sikeriilt termeé-
szetrajongdsat dtiiltetnie. \Ieﬂhalt Budapesten 1964. IV. 6-an.

Wahl Ignde, sziiletett Turnu Mogureléban (Roménia) 1877. IV, 25-én. Edesap ja haldsz-
mester volt, aki 1877-ben, amikor kitort a balkkani habori, Apatinba menekiilt. Igy keriilt
csecsemékordban Apatinba. A tanitéképzot Kalocsdn végezte, s tanulmanyai befejeztével
visszament taniténak masodik ,,szul()f()ld_](,r("’. Ott ki is tartott élete végéig. Varosdban
koztiszteletnek orvendett természetrajzi és ga7dasag1 ismereteivel. Tandesadodja volt az

egész vidéknek, de rangot, cimet sohasem fogadott el, igy a sokszor felkinalt igazgatosdgot |
sem. '\Ioga]aplfla az apatini par kot, méhész- eg“vesuletet szervezett, az 1900-as évek elején

pedig Duna—Tisza cimen lapot is inditott. Mar 1901-ben felveszi a kapcsolatot intéze-

titnkkel, kiild vonuldsi jelentéseket, tibbszor latjuk cikkeit az Aquildban, megszervezi

\'éroséban a maddrvédelmet. Bdcska madartani kutatdsa sokat koszonhet WAHL-nak,
Madédrtani konyvtardat Intézetiinkre hagyta. Meghalt Apatinban 1963. VIII. 29-én.

Dr. Trischler Aladir varosi fészamvevs, szilletett Gajdobrdan 1880, VIII. 22-én. K6zép-
iskoldit Ujvidéken, a jogi egvetemet Budapesten végezte. A nagy bdcskai ornithologus-
garda egvik oszlopos tagja volt és 6 képviselte ebben a zoolégiat. Ertékes gylijteménye
haldla utdin a Vojvodinai Muzeumba keriilt. O mutatta ki elsének a halvinygeze fészke-
lését a Karpat-medencében. 1898-ban 1épett elészor kapesolatba a Madéartani Intézettel,
amikor Ujvidék kirnyékérsl maddrvonuldsi jelentéseket kiildétt. Szavat ritkdn hallatta,
de amikor a halvinygezét felfedezte, jelentds lépéssel vitte elébbre a Kéarpat-medence
faunisztikai ismereteit. Meghalt Novi-Sad-on (Ujvidék) hosszas betegeskedés utan 1961.
augusztus 18-dn.

Jinos Annék F. Szahé was born at Kunszentméarton on November 15th 1879. He pur-
sued his technical studies at Mitweida, from where he got to the Geological Institute in
Vienna. During the first world-war he got to very many places, so to Bagdad and Jerusa-
lem too. But homesickness brought him back to his birthplace. His name turned up in
the Aquila in connection with the observations in 1933. He did his ornithological work
principally at Bugae, where the “‘captain of the birds” was a familiar personage, who
erected a veritable little museum in his summer home in the Puszta, where he was several
times visited also by ornithologists from abroad. In 1950 he was workmg at the designing
bureau in Szeged, then in a bank at Kecskemét and at local surveys with indefatigable
energy in spite of his old age. His travels he also utilised in the stork-census and animated,
taught the youth to do similar research work. He was also a fervent warrior and propa-
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| gator of the protection of birds. The demonstration of the Egyptian Vulture between the
' Danube and the Tisza ete. is also due to him. He also worked in the field of archeology.
. After a long illness he died at Kiskunmajsa on December 14th 1964.

Mrs. J. Csinesa. Between the years of 1945—1955 she worked at the central office of
our Institute with unparalleled unselfishness whom no trouble was too much. She died
in Budapest on December 19th 1961.

Dr. Béla Darnay-])ornyai was born at Keszthely on March 25th 1887. He attended
' schools at Tata and Veszprém and then graduated at the University in Budapest as a
. teacher of geography and natural history (1910) and there he took his degree of a doctor
- of geology (1913) too. The thesis of his dissertation was the geology of Rézsahegy which
is still a reference-work of the geology of the Carpathians. Between 1909 and 1921 he
- was a teacher of the grammar-schools at Roézsahegy, Veszprém and Magyardvar. But
~ while engaged in teaching he had a hand everywhere in the organizing of museums and
it was he who founded that of Tata. He was also one of the founders of the museum at
| Roézsahegy. Between 1921 and 1923 he was a research-worker of the Ampeleological Insti-
| tute, and between 1923 —1940 teacher at the grammar-school of Salgétarjéin, where he
also founded the museum. In 1940 he engaged to manage the museum of Keszthely,
his native town, from where he retired in 1948. But between 1952—1954 he was activ
again as research-worker to the Geological Institute. He got contact with our Institute as
early as in the days of OrTo HERMAN, his name figuring in the Aquila for the first time
in 1922. Subsequently he often sent us material and reports from his residences. He was
the veriest type of the enthusiastic museum-directors at the beginning of our century. He
had a very versatile mind interested besides geology also in hydrolics, archeology, eth-

nography, culturale history, botanics, etc. From his early youth he often had to struggle
with adversity, but his enthusiasm did not abandon him #ill the last moment of his life.

. The drawback of many-sided knowledge is, which was characteristic of the contemporary
| museum-directors, that they —besides their own main discipline —simply had not time
. to be absorbed in other branches, though they were obliged by their station to manage
| anything. Consequently he too had many disputes, but we, who were closely acquainted
| with him, knew that he was vexed by attacks of outsiders only, always fain to accept
. amicable criticism and whoever got on friendly terms with him can have drawn excee-
| dingly much from the vast treasure of his knowledge. He was at his best in writing tou-
. rist-guides that are still up to standard. He lived to see the publication of his last work:
The guide of the Balaton-Highland (1965), but his two main works: the Monographies
of Gyenesdids and Salgétarjin were left unfinished. In 1964 the Museum of Roézsahegy
invited him to the 50th anniversary of its existence and in the same year Tata elected
him honorary citizen of the town for services rendered in founding its museum, and he
obtained the golden diploma as teacher as well. Even in his declining years he was very
busy with field-work and it was easy to allure him to an interesting area where he used
to arrive with a heavy knapsack and departed with an even heavier one laden with
collected minerals. He died in Budapest on April 5th 1965; the news broke on his
friends and the scientific world unexpectedly.

Prof. Dr. Gyula Ehik was born at Kolozsvéar on February 4th 1891. He attended schools
at Brassd, then took his doctor’s.degree (1913) and graduated as teacher (1915) at the
University in Budapest. Between 1912—1913 he was research-worker to the Geological
Institute, between 1914 —1918 grammar-school teacher, from 1919 to 1955 worked in
the zoological department of the National Museum at the end as deputy headdirector. At
the same time he gave lectures at the University of Agriculture as *“‘Privatdocent’ from
1927 and as tit. extraord, professor from 1943. Between 1944 —1946 he was the chairman
of the zoological department. With our Institute he got in contact in 1909 by sending
reports on migration from Brassé. He was linked by friendly ties to CsorcEY and ScHENK
as well as to VasvAri. He always took a great interest in ornithology. The saving of the
Hungarian specimen of the Chough is due to him. When in 1945 our Institute had burnt
out he was among the first ones to come to our assistance with donating books. He died
in Budapest on December 28th 1964.

Aladar Fay, painter, was born in Budapest on April 11th 1898 and died here on Feb-
ruary 18th 1963. His name became known in ornithology through his pictures representing
mostly tropical birds painted for the Zoological Garden.
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Istvan Konok was born at Dékéscsaba on August 19th 1928, He studied at the Univer-
sity in Budapest and was considered the great hope of ornithology. After having been
appointed a research-worker to the Biological Institute in Tihany in 1952 he carried on
ornithological research for a while, but later devoted himself to the physiology of the
invertebrates entirely. He died at Palermo on June 11th 1964 while studying abroad.

Gergely Till was born in Budapest on June 14th 1890. From his childhood on he took
an interest in animals. At the age of 15 he was apprenticed to Dr. AbporLr LENDL'S work-
shop where he developed his skill in. mounting animals to an artistic mastery. First he
worked at the firm “Szikla and Szildgyi”, later at the enterprise of manifacturing school-
equipment. There did he get in contact with Vasvari, to whom he handed over much
valuable material, among others the specimen of Tengmalm’s Owl from Fét. At the end
of his life his greatest joy was that he had succeeded in transplanting his passion for
Nature into one of his grandsons. He died in Budapest on April 6th 1964.

Ignde Wihl was born at Turnu Mogurelo (Roumania) on April 25th 1877. His father
was afisherman who fled with his baby to Apatin in Hungary in 1877 when the war
between Russia and Turkey broke out. He was trained to become a teacher at Kalocsa
and having finished his studies returned as a teacher to his second “home”, where he
remained till the end of his life. In his town he was highly respected for his nature-his-
torical and agricultural knowledge. He was an adviser of all in the countryside, but never
accepted any rank or title, not even that of a headmastership offered several times to
him. He founded the park of Apatin, organized the society of apiarists and in the first
yvears of the century started the newspaper ““Duna-Tisza”. He got in contact with our
Institute as early as 1901 by sending reports on migration, his articles appeared in the
Aquila several times and he organized the protection of birds in his town. The ornitholo-
gical research of the Bédcska ows much to him. He died at Apatin on August 29th 1963
bequeathing his ornithological library to our Institute.

Dr. Aladar Trischler, municipal head-accountant, was born at Gajdobra on August
22nd 1880. He attended his schools at Ujvidék and graduated at the University in Buda-
pest. He was one of the pillars of the great guard of ornithologists in the Bdcska represent-
ing the oology in it. After his death his valuable collection got into the Vojvodina Muse-
um. He was the first to demonstrate the breeding of the Olivaceous Warbler in the Car-
pathian-Basin. He got into contact with the Ornithological Institute for the first time
in 1898 by sending reports on migration from the countryside of Ujvidék. He was seldom
heard of, but by detecting the Olivaceous Warbler furthered the faunistical knowledge
of the Carpathian-Basin by a remarkable step. After a long illness he died at Novi-Sad
(Ujvidék) on August 18th 1961.
