INTRODUCTION

The changing language and widening horizon of civil society

"I'he paper presents the problems of discourse of civil society in a way combining histor-
ical perspective with ability to trace contemporary trends both in social debates and the-
oretical disputes. The author aim is to present the dynamics of the discourse of civil
society in the region of Central Europe and connecting this process with wider phenom-
ena on a European and global scale. It was in Central Europe that the idea of civil soci-
ety was revived in the 1970s and 1980s. "T'he interpretation of this idea —and civil society
itself — however went through a real metamorphosis after 1989. Certain parts of it disap-
peared altogether; others were transformed, several movements turned themselves into
political parties; local initiatives either faded away, or were coopted by local politics, and
many civil organisations were forced to sell themselves in a financial or political sense to
survive. The result was a crisis of the original idea of civil society. At the same time,
however, the discourse of civil society was given new dynamics by the European inte-
gration and the global social movements.

Organizing Technologies: Genre Forms of Online Civie Association in
Eastern Europe

How do civic associations in Eastern Europe organize themselves online? Based on data
collected on 1585 East European civil society Web sites, the authors identify five emer-
gent genres of organizing technologies: newsletters, interactive platforms, multilingual
solicitations, directories, and brochures. These clusters do not correspond to stages of
development. Moreover, newer Web sites are more likely to be typical of their genre,
suggesting that forms are becoming more distinctive. In contrast to the utopian image of
a de-territorialized, participatory global civil society, the authors’ examination of the
structure of hyperlinks finds that transnational types of Web sites are not inclined to be
participatory. Whereas other paradigms focus on inequality of users’ online access, the
authors probe inequality in the accessibility of Web sites to potential users through
search engine technology and show how this varies across different types of civil society
Web sites.

The Internet and Civil Society

As civil society moves online, some worrying trends are beginning to emerge. This
paper examines five main grounds for concern: inequality, weakened social bonds,
diminished public deliberation, rampant consumerism, and the impact of eroding
privacy on the freedom of association. The purpose of the author is not to issue dire
predictions about the probable effects of the Internet on civil society. Rather, his paper
identifies some potential problems that we can still solve. The Internet may prove
beneficial to civil life but that does not justify ignoring potential risks. The Internet
cannot be faulted if civil society is irreparably weakened: we will deserve the blame for
our failure to act.

Lilla Juhisz
Civil society, modernization, ICT - what is the message of Wilson’s diamond?

Based on Ernest J. Wilson’s theory, the author of the paper analyzes the paths modern
socicties follow when from industrial societies they develop into information societies.
She focuses her attention on the functioning of social structures in which the operation
of the system as a whole is determined by the ubiquitous intertwining networks of four
key social subsystems. Having discussed the Wilson model, she outlines some modes of
efficient online operation for civil organizations.

On the Hungarian history of the civil axes in Wilson's diamond structure

The paper, from an historical perspective, detects the functioning of Wilson’s diamond
structure, representing the interconnectivity of the four key actors of modernization
through six channels, back to the year 1777, with special regard to the three axes that
meet in the vertex of civil society In the history of Hungarian efforts in this respect
pre-eminence should be attributed to the interaction between the Academic and the
Civil sectors of society, which for the longest period of time has been the most effective
and well-balanced channel of modernization. Therefore, its strategic value is enormous,
and since the Business sector has already been taking advantage of this potential in a
smart way, it is highly desirable that the Public sector should also realize it, and launch
appropriate subvention projects.

Common ,,stuff”

According to Murphy’s law, if something can go wrong, it will. Consequently, complex
systems do not work. (Zimurgy, of course, argues that even simple systems do not work,
either.) As regards production and application processes of the ,,stuff” characteristic of
the information society, we often experience that ,,something does not work well”. This
is true not only for hardware and software but for information systems and development
projects as well. The author of this paper secks some explanation to these phenomena.
He asks whether Murphy is right, and, concerning information society, we should keep
in mind Ginsberg’s theorem: ,,First, you can’t win; second, you can’t draw the game;
third, you can’t quit”)? Or is it possible that in this case just another law is in effect, ac-
cording to which only those systems do work well whose models suit the attributes of
the ,,stuff” to be operated. (The author hopes he has presented a convincig answer to
this question, and Rudnicky’s Nobel principle does not apply to his paper: ,,Only the
ones that understand something perfectly can speak about itabsolutely incomprehensi-
bly.”

Gidbor Liszlé
Information strong-box for those revealing human rights abuses

By augmenting societal assets, social entreprencurship provides significant contribu-
tion to reducing social and economic differences. The prominent social enterprise
Benetech has developed its Martus system as an open source technology tool designed to
assist civil organizations, activists, and journalists that reveal serious offenses against hu-
man rights in collecting, safeguarding, organizing and disseminating information about
human rights abuses. This system provides grassroot NGOs and individuals with a
wholesome and secure strong-box that enables them to securely store their records on
off-site servers with easy-to-use software, preserving crucial evidence for research, in-
vestigation and prosccutions.
