A budadjlaki revitalizaciés prog-
ramhoz kapcsolddéan a  Bécsi
Gt-Urémi 1t talalkozdsénal a hegy-
oldali saroktelken volt lehetségtink
régészeti feladatok elldtdsara. A te-
rilleten 1996. julius 29-november
29. kozotti idészakban végeztiik el
az épitkezést megel6z6 kutatast. A
tervezett mélygardzs megépiilését
figyelembe véve a telek teljes régé-
szeti feltardsara torekedtiink, mely a
kordbban feltételezettnél nagyobb
szintkiilonbség, a torténelmi iddk
jelent8sen eltéré domborzati viszo-
nyai miatt teljes mértékben nem va-
l6sulhatott meg. A régészeti mun-
kak soran statikai okokbdl ki kellett
hagynunk a teriilet északi savjat is.
Budatjlak torténelmi topografidjat
illetéen  korabbi  ismereteinkhez
(FACSADY A., Aquincumi fiizetek 2.
15-16.) képest 14j eredményeket ho-
zott az idei feltaras. A telek nyugati,
az Urdmi utca-Cserfa utca altal hata-
rolt részén rémai kori iparnegyed
maradvanyara bukkantunk, melyet
a Kr. u. 3. szazad végén - 4. szazad-
ban haszndlhattak. Az iparnegyed

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Industrial monuments in
the southwestern section
of the Military town

(Budapest District 11, 12 Bécsi Street—11 Uromi
Street)

Archaeological work was carried out
on the hillside corner at the crossing
of Bécsi and Urdmi Streets within
the framework of the Budaujlak revi-
talization program. Research preced-
ing construction work took place
between July 29 and November 29.
Since an underground parking facili-
ty was planned at the lot, full scale
excavations were planned at this
site. This aim, however, could not be
entirely fulfilled because the histori-
cal topography of the area had been
more different than predicted from
today’s levels. In order to secure the
static structure of excavations, the
northern band of the research area
had to be left intact as well.

This year’s excavations con-
tributed new information on what
had been previously known of the
historical topography of Budadjlak
(A. FACSADY, Aquincumi fiizetek
2. 15-16). Remains of a Roman
Period industrial area came to light
in the western section of this lot
bordered by Urom and Cserfa
Streets. It may have been used at
the end of the AD 3rd and 4th cen-
turies. The northern and eastern

edges of this industrial area were
picked up by the excavations. The
remainder must lie beneath neigh-
boring streets running southwest of
the excavated surface. Two surpris-
ingly well-preserved brick firing
kilns were recovered in addition to
partially covered semi-subterranean
working pits (with post holes), as
well as a clay extraction and refuse
pit. One of the kilns extended
beyond the edge of the investigated
area, thus only its section could be
studied. Its northern side was made
from brick, the grid is intact (Figure
1). The plastering of this kiln was
renewed several times. The mouth
could not be located. On the basis of
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a hegyoldal talajaba vagott, tapasz-
tott. TiizelSterének elGreugrd nyilasa
a déli, hosszanti oldalon, mig a ki-
égetésre szant tégldk behelyezésére
szolgal6, megépitett szdja a keleti ol-
dalon volt, elétte félig fedett munka-
godor. Rostélya teljes épségben ma-
radt rank (2. kép), falanak belsé ta-
pasztasat tobbszor megtijitottdk (3.
kép). Bels6 mérete 3,20 x 2,40 m, kiil-
s6 mérete a szijnyilas nélkiil 3,60 x
kb. 3 m. A kemencékbsl és
konyékiikr6l a nagy mennyiségi
téglatéredéken kiviil rontott és til-
égett darabok is elSkertiltek, bélyeg-
gel ellatott toredéket azonban nem
talaltunk. A késébbi korokban a fel-
halmozott tormelékkel egyenlitették

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substructures it seems likely that
the kiln was heated from the south.
Kiln No. 2 which entirely fell within
the excavated area was oblong in
shape. Its plastered northern section
was cut into the soil of the hillside.
The firing hole’s protruding open-
ing is located on the long, southern
side, while the unfired bricks could
be placed into the kiln through the
mouth built on its eastern side. A
covered working pit was located in
front of this latter opening. The grid
was completely preserved (Figure 2)
and the wall’s inner plastering had
been renewed several times (Figure
3). The kiln’s internal measurments
were 3.2 by 24 m. The external

dimensions are 3.6 and
ca. 3 m respectively
(without the aforemen-
tioned protruding open-
ing). In addition to the
quantities of brick frag-
ments found in and
around the kilns, defec-
tive and over-fired speci-
mens were discovered as
well. No stamped bricks
came to light, however.
This rubble was used
subsequently to level nat-
ural and artificial differ-
ences in the topography
of the ground’s surface.

The foundations of a
north to south road were
recovered farther off
from the industrial area,
in the lot's eastern sec-
tion.

Observations in soil
stratigraphy made during the
course of field work helped in the
reconstruction of the Roman Period
topography which was different
from that of today. The Roman
Period surface was significantly
more uneven.
