Topographic investigations
in the northeast foreground
of the legionary fortress of

The Alternative  Secondary  School  of
Economies lies in an archacologically
protected territory of outstanding impor-
tance close to the AD 2"-3% century le-
gionary fortress of Aquincum to the north
and near the rich, decorated residential
blocks uncarthed m the canabae. Jinos
Szilagyi and his colleagues conducted
a small-scale excavation in the arca m

postholes, suggesting the presence here

A viszonvlag jol ismert aquincumi 2.-3.
szazadi legiotabort megel6z6 korai kato-
nai tiborokra vonatkozo ismeretck meg-
Ichetdsen hianyosak. Fzért nem csak az
aquincumi topograha, hanem Pannonia
korai torténeténetének kutatisa szamara
is fontos az itt talalhato régészeti jelensé-
gk feltdrdsa és értelmezése.

A gimndzium a meglévo Epiiletét
szammnvyal ¢s auliaval bovitette (a beruhdzas
még folyamatban van), amelvek 3-4 méter
mély asott colopalapozisa a régészeti réte-
geket érintette.

The cross-section of a water channel was
found in the area of Folvamér — Buvir
streets, which can be linked with the early
military fort (SZIRMAI 1990). The fort
was probably abandoned at the begin-
ning of the AD 2" century when omate
buildings were constructed i its place
(SZIRMAI 1990: NEMETT 1991, 92, 98;
NEMETH 2003, 87).

Our knowledge of the early military
forts preceding the construction of the
AD 2" and 3" century legionary fortress
of Aquincum, which is relatively well
known, are rather poor. Thus, the recovery
and interpretation of the archacological
features in this territory are important,
not only with respect to the topography
of Aquincum but also to rescarch into the
carly history of Pannonia.

The secondary school intended to add
a new wing and an aula on to its main
building (the development work has not
vet come to an end), the post foundation
of which reached a depth of 3-4 metres
cross-cutting archacological layers. The
excavation conducted in June-November
2003 was restricted to the places of the
posts, that is, the features that would be

I. A terilet nyugati részén, a Szent-
endrei it mentén felépiilé szamy alatt a
legalso rétegekben két épitési periddust
lehetett : Mindkettében
agvagtéglikbol épitkeztek, majd a lebon-
tott épiileteket elplaniroztik.

dokumentiltunk. Az épiiletek elplaniro-
zasa folott vastag — rémai kori — feltoltés
mutatkozott, amelven kéfal, terrazzopadlo
és kisebb kemencék, tiizeldhelyek marad-
vanyait lehetett észlelni. AlegkésGbbi peri-
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destroved were documented. Following
the specifications of the architectural
design, we worked within the chronologi-
cal and spatial frames determined by the
current pace of construction.

Although the results will not produce
a coherent, complex ground plan, we can
gain an overall picture of the territory of
the building as a whole, which can help
with the interpretation of the features
formerly unearthed in the region.

Main topographic results

1. Two periods of construction could be
observed in the lowermost lavers under the
area o f the wing to be constructed along
Szentendrer Road in the western part of
the territorv. Clay bricks were used in both
periods following which the demolished
buildings were levelled (Figs. 1-2). A pali-
sade wall of two periods was uncovered in
the castern end of the investigated terri-
tory (Figs. 3-4). Between the two construc-
tions we could document sand layers from
Hooding at several places. A thick All from
the Roman period lay over the levelled
buildings, on top of which the remains of a
stone wall, a terrazzo floor and small ovens
and kilns could be observed. The latest
period was destroyed by the graves from a
cemetery from the 18"-19" centuries.

2. In the former gymnasium of the
school in the castern part of the same
wing, the fragments of pavements,
perhaps road layers, the levelling of the
above-mentioned clay brick period and
a thick fill from the Roman pernod were
observed. A comer pillar from a graveyard
could be associated to the latest Roman
period.

3. Disturbed Roman brick graves and a
grave constructed of stones could be ob-
served south and east of the above areas,

A teriilet beépitésére a Kr u. 1. szizad
2. felében kertilt sor. Ebben az idében cgy
segédesapat tabora dllhatott itt, amelyet
auxilidris vicus vett karil.

in the territory of the present school vard,
in the area of the future aula. We found
carvings (a fragment from a column
shaft) and a fragment of an inscribed ste-
le, which had been secondarily used and
had belonged to the recovered funerary
monument. The robbing of the graves and
the disturbances observable everywhere
can perhaps be dated from the establish-
ment of the modern cemetery and the
subsequent  construction of the  school
building at the end of the 19" century.

The territory was built in the second
half of the AD 1* century. An auxiliary
fort may have stood here surrounded by
the vicus. As vet it cannot be decided for
certain whether the clay brick construc-
tion belonged to the castellum or the
ViCus.

The carly fort and its vicus were desert-
ed at the beginning of the AD 2" century,
probably when the seat of the governor
was transferred here. After the construc-
tion of the AD 2"-3" century legionary
fortress, the territory was loosely built-up
with respect to the proximity of the fort
to the south and the luxurious residential
houses m the northerm zone of the cana-
bae in the north, built when the governor-

A munkilatok meglehetosen clhizod-
tak, a kivitelezésben mutatkozo nehézsé-
gck miatt. A mizeum chhez az titemhez,
a bevezetoben emlitett statikai eléirasok
miatt kénytelen volt alkalmazkodni.

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ship was established. A few stone walls, the
remains of the terrazzo floor and the oven
can be linked to this longer period.

A cemetery was established in the first
half of the AD 4" century at the time
of the construction of the late Roman
fort, where the remains of carlier funeral
monuments were il]N() llSCd.

The mvestigations were rather protract-
cd because of difficulties arising in the
construction work. The museum had to
respect this rate of progress because of the
architectural specifications mentioned in
the introduction.
