Az ¢év folyamin tébb dtemben feliileti
feltarast végeztiink a Graphisoft parkban,
két tervezett ¢piilet helvén. A park terti-
letén az elmult évtizedben szimos dsatis
folyt, amely sorin rézkori ¢s réomai kori
temetd, valamint a rémai kori rakpart-
épités nyoma keriilt napviliagra. (ZSI1DI
1997, 1998, 1999, 2001; ENDRODI 2001;
ZSIDI-REMENYI 2003)

Az informatikar park ¢szakkeleti, az
agvnevezett N irodahiz tervezett helyé-
nek a délnyugati részén 2004-ben mir
folvt szondizas (2004/1 szonda és 2004/4
szonda, LASSANYI 2005), ott azonban az
tjkori ipari tevékenvség nagyrészt elpusz-
titotta a torténeti rétegeket.

A mostani feltards az cgvkon Gizgyir
I¢tesitménver  dltal  sulyosan  bolvgatott
teriileten folyt. A feliileteket gépi erovel
nyitottuk meg Régészeti jelenségek olvan
savokban, illetve kisebb-nagyobb feliile-
teken kertiltek elo, ahol az ujkori Iétesit-
mények sari hialozata szerencesés modon
megkimélt egyv-egy teriiletet. llyen volt az
egvkori tehersinek alatti rész és a tertilet
keleti, Duna feldli része. Torténeti kord
talajfelszint schol sem sikertilt cgyértel-
mien azonositanunk. A feltirt jelenségek,
foldbemeélvitett  objektumok  nagyrészt
sirok voltak.

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Fxcavation of a Roman
cemetery and out-buildings
in the territory of the former
Gas Factory (today known as
Graphisoft Park)

(Budapest Il1, 7 Zdhony Street, Lrn:
19333/48)

This year, excavations were carried oul
in subsequent stages in the arca of two
future buildings in the Graphisoft Park.
The mumerous excavations that were con-
ducted in the arca of the park over the
last decade brought to light Copper Age
and Roman period cemeternies as well as
the traces of an embankment construe-
tion from the Roman period. (ZSIDI
1997, 1998, 1999, 2001; ENDRODI 2001;
ZSIDI-REMENYT 2003)

Test excavations were conducted in the
southwest part of the plot for so-called
office building M in the northeast part
of the imformation technology park (test
trenches 2004/1 and 2004/4, LASSANYI
2005), where modern industrial activity
had largely damaged the historical layers.

This excavation was conducted on
a territory that had badly disturbed by
constructions of the former Gas Factory.
We used machines to break up the soil.
Archacological phenomena appeared
stripes and on surfaces of various sides
where the dense network of modemn estab-
lishments luckily spared the territory. Such
arcas included the territory under the for-
mer rails and the eastern part of the area
on the Danube side. No soil surface com-
ing from a historical period could clearly
be identified. The uncovered phenomena
were sunken features, mostly graves.

homokrétegek  kozott  pedig  homokkal
keveredett  humuszos  rétegek  utaltak
geologiai kort szarazabb iddszakokra. A
magas talajvizszint ¢s a rendszeres drada-
sok miatt a homokba asott, leggvakrabban

The excavations were carried out in the
sandy soil on the Danube bank. Humus
lavers mixed with sand between sand lay-
ers marked the drver geological periods.

szintén homokos betéltési objektumok
pontos kiterjedésénck meghgyelése sok-
szor nehéznek bizonvult, igy a csontvizas
temetkezések jelentos részénél nem tud-
tunk meghgyelni sirfoltot.

A munka sordn, a tervezett M jeli iro-
dacpiilet telkén (1.-4. és 6., 7. 8. munka-
tertilet) (1. kép) dsszesen 93 sirt tirtunk
fel. Fzek koziil 62 csontvizas és 31 ham-
vasztdsos temetkezés volt. A csontvizas
sirok jelentos részénél dokumentiltunk
koporsat, ezen kiviil két téglasirt ¢s gy
falazotéglibol megépitett sirkamrat taldl-
tunk. A csontvizas sirok koziil hat olyan
mellékletekkel ellitott
amely csak minimdlis, vagy semmilyen

temetkezés volt,

csontmaradvinyt nem tartalmazott. Fzek
méretiik és esetenként a koporsoszogek
helvzete alapjan  valoszinileg  gvermck
sirok lehettek.

A biztosan azonosithatd hamvasztisos
sitokon toviabbi  tucatnyi olvan  bolyga-
tott,
tunk, amelyekbol ugyan nem kertilt el

faszenes betoltési bedsast  talil-
csontmaradviny, de feltételezhetd, hogy
hamvasztisos sir Ichetett. Ezck az objek-
tumok nem kaptak sirszamot. A sirok egy
része erosen bolygatott volt, sokat vagtak
¢l ujkori falak és bedsdsok, de bizonyos,
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the features, which had been dug into the
sand and usually filled with sand as well,
often proved difficult to excavate due to
the high ground water table and regular
Aood events, so that the discolorations of
the graves could not be observed in the
majority of the inhumation burials,
Ninety-three graves were  uncovered
on the plot of the future M office build-
ing (sites 1—+ and 6, 7 and 8). (Fig. 1)
Sixty-two of them were inhumation buri-
als while 31 graves contained cremation
burials. The majority of the mhumation
burials contained evidence of coffins.
Additionally, two brick graves and a burial
chamber built of building bricks came
to light. Six of the inhumation burials
with grave goods contained minimal or
The

of these graves and the positions of the

no bone remains, measurements
coffin nails suggest that they were infant
burials.

Beside the certainly identified crema-
tion burials, a dozen disturbed pits with
charcoal in their fll containing no bone
remains were found although they seemed
to have been cremation burials. These fea-
tures did not receive a grave number. A
few graves were badly disturbed and many

Az Ckszerleletek  kozott tobb  bronz
gvarit, egy achdatgyongyot, valamint egy
37 darabbal dllo vékony, félkor alaki, két-
szer athurt gagatlapokbol dllo karkotot is
taldlunk.

Kitlonleges leleteket tartalmazott ket
erdsen feldalt Kr. u. 4. szizadi téglasin. Az
cgvikbol smaragdgvongy. a masikbol pedig
egy aranvbulla kertilt el6. (2. kép) iz utob-
bi sir kizeléhen 1évo hamvasztisos sirban
tovabbi bronzbullit is taliltunk.

A homokos talaj kivild Iehetaséget nyaj-
tott arra, hogy a feltaris soran legalibb 14
csomtvizas temetkezésnél dokumentiljuk
a halott Libihoz, illetve a halott libin 1éva
libbelik vas talpszigeinek maradvanyit.
Iizek kozill néhany alkalommal teljesen
kirajzolodott a cipétalp vonala. (3. kép)

A feltart temetkezésck ol illeszkednek
abba a képbe, amelvek az elmiilt évtized-
ben a Graphisoft parkban végzett feltira-
sokon eldkeriilt sirok alappin kirajzolod-
tak.

were intersected by modern walls and pits.
It is also certain that a few of the crema-
tion burials were already robbed i the
Roman period.

Rich grave goods were recovered from
the intact graves and even from a few of
the robbed ones. The sandy soil beauti-
fully preserved the ceramies: tumblers,
jugs, lamps and also the glass objects. Be-
side the vessels, mumerous metal objects,
coins, jewellery, bone objects and glass
beads were found.

Among the items of jewellery were a
number of bronze fnger-rings, an agate
bead and a bracelet made of 37 thin, semi-
circular jet plaques with two perforations in
cach element. The grave goods from what
was probably an carlier burial was found m

temetd feltart része intenziv haszndlatban
volt a Kru. 3. sziazad folyvamdn. A csont-
vizas, szamos melléklettel ellitott temet-
kezések jelentos része ebbol a korszakbdl
szarmazik.

Kr u. 4. szizad elso felére keltezhetok.
A temeto utolsd haszndlati periddusit a
csak cipd maradvanyokat tartalmazd, vagy
teljesen melléklet nélkili, koporsis — vagy
a testhelvzet alapjan csak textilbe csa-
vart — holttestet rejté temetkezésck jelzik,
amelyek koziil tobb valoszindleg a Kr. .

a heap at the foot of one of the mhumation
burials. It comprised two bronze paint jars,
a fragment of a thick jet bracelet decorated
with rich carving, glass and a few other
bronze and iron objects. A gold carring
bent from wire, a mirror with a quadrangu-
lar lead frame and a Trajan’s bronze coin
were found in the grave of a child, which
was no longer than (.8 m as caleulated from
the position of the coffin nails.

Two badly disturbed brick graves from
the AD 4th century contained special
finds. One viclded an emerald bead, while
a gold bulla was uncovered in the other
one. Another bronze bulla was discovered
in a cremation burial near the latter grave,

The sandy soil offered an excellent op-
portunity to observe the remains of the
iron nails from the soles of the shoes that
were put on or next to the feet of the dead
in at least 14 inhumation burials. A few
times even the outlines of the soles could
be documented. (Fig. 3)

The uncovered  burials  match  the
picture that was drawn after the graves

A teriilet legmagasabb részén, a déli
oldalon tovibbi gerendalenyvomatokat  ta-
liltunk, valamint czcket vago falalapozis
kiszedett, habaresos katormelékes vona-
lara bukkantunk. (4. kép) Az alapozishoz
tartozo  ¢épiiletnek, amely  legalibb 11
méter széles ¢s 13 méternél hosszabb
lehetett, megtaliltuk az egvik dél-dél-
nvugat — ¢szak—¢szakkelet iranyu zarofalat,
amelybe harom  kelet-délkelet — nyugat—
északnyugat irdnyu fal kotott be. Valoszind,
hogy a kaépiilet és a gerendavizas szerkezet
gazdasigi funkciot toltott be.

Osszefoglalasként elmondhaté, hogy a
Graphisoft teriiletén 2005-ben  vizsgilt

uncarthed in the Graphisoft park m the
last decade. The earliest cremation burials
can be dated from the last third of the AD
2nd century based on the find material.
The uncarthed part of the cemetery was
intensively used in the AD 3rd century.
Most of the mhumation burials with plen-
tiful grave goods came from this period.
The rich brick graves can be dated from
the first half of the AD 4th century. The
last phasc of the cemetery is represented
by burials containing only shoe remains or
no grave goods at all, where the dead were
laid in a coffin or only folded in textile
shrouds. A number of these burials can
probably be dated from the second half of
the AD 4th century,

Southwest of the future M building,
excavations were conducted in the area of
the future SHAP hall (site 5). After remov-
al of the uppermost laver, which had been
levelled in the modem period, numerous
features and outlines of a few levelled
heaps of Roman building rubble and finds
became visible in the sandv soil. On the
less disturbed 30 x 40 m territory, north-
northeast — south—southeast oriented
long and narrow parallel ditches could be
observed at an average distance of 1 — 1.5
m from cach other. In the cross-section of
the semi-circular pits traces of quadrangu-
lar horizontal beams could sometimes be
observed. Shorter cross-beams crossed the
parallel traces at a few places usually not
exactly at a right angle. Each cross-beam
connected two longitudinal beams. A few
postholes could also be observed along
the cross-beam construction. Their low
number and the measurements of the
structural elements suggest that it was not
a building but the foundation of a working
platform established on a moist territory.
The beam imprints contained only a few

On the southem side, the highest area
within the territory, further beam mmprints
were discovered together with the stone
rubble and mortar line of the removed
foundation of a wall that intersected the
mmprints. (Fig 4) The building that be-
longed to the foundation must have been
at least 11 m wide and more than 13 m
long. We found one of its south-southwest
— north—-northeast running closing wall to
which three east=southeast — west—south-
west oriented walls were joimed. The stone
building and the beam construction must
have had cconomic functions. According
to the observed phenomena, large working
or loading surfaces must have surrounded
the first wooden storchouse () on the wa-
terlogged territory was erected on the eleva-
tion. The platform was rebuilt in stone in
the second building phase. The rather few
finds afford an uncertain dating suggesting
the building was perhaps used in the AD
3rd century:

In summary two zones with entirely
different functions were unearthed on the
investigated Graphisoft territory i 2005,
The graves from the castern cemetery of
the Civil Town from the AD 2nd-+th cen-
turies were uncarthed in the northeast part
of the territoryv. South of it, the remains of
out-buildings with wooden and stone struc-
tures came to light. The exact boundary
between the two zones lies on the territory
that was investigated in 2004 and where
modem establishments have destroyed the
archacological historical layers. It is planned
to continue the excavations in the cemeteny
in a westerly direction in 2006.
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
