Altmann Julia koszontése

Altmann Jalia 1943. majus 7-én Szolnokon sziiletett. Az E6tvos Lordnd Tudomanyegyetem Bol-
csészettudomanyi Kardn 1967-ben szerzett diplomat régészet-torténelem szakon. Egyetemi okta-
t6itol széles korti szakmai tudast kapott, koziiliik Laszl6 Gyula és Székely Gyorgy nevét késsbb
is sokszor emlegette. A Budapesti Torténeti Mtzeum Kozépkori Osztilydra 1966-ban gyakor-
nokként keriilt, majd 1967-t6l - ma mar szokatlannak tekinthet6 médon - nyugdijba vonulasaig
ezen az egy munkahelyen dolgozott évtizedekig mint régész, tovabba ¢ volt a Kozépkori Foto-
tar vezetdje is.

Szinte egész munkassagat végigkisérte Obuda kutatasa. Els6 asatasa a Templom utcaban volt
1969-ben, 1997-ben pedig a Bécsi ut-Farkastorki utca sarkan végzett munkéval fejezte be itteni
kutatdsait. 1973-1981 kozott az 6budai lakételep
épitése kapcsdn létrehozott mizeumi mun-
kakozosség kozépkori részének vezetje volt:
Bertalan Vilmosné mellett elébb munkatarsként
dolgozott, késébb pedig 6 vette 4t a kozépkori
kutatasok irdnyitdséat. Talan nincs is olyan pont-
ja Obudénak, ahol ne asott volna. Feltarasokat
végzett a kozépkori Obuda piacterén, tisztdzta
az egykori egyhazi és kirdlyi vérosrész f&bb

épiileteit. Kutatasainak eredményeit 1995-ben

Bertalan Vilmosnéval kozosen az Obuda év-
szazadai cim@ kotetben foglalta 0ssze. Talan a
legfontosabb itteni dsatdsa a kirdlyi/kirdlynéi vér tertiletén volt, melynek egyes maradvanyai
ma a Kalvin kozi reforméatus parékia pincéjében lathatok. Végzett falukutatast is Nyéken, Hideg-
katon és Obudasrson.

Két fontos budai munkdja pélyaja elején kisebb feltdrasokkal kezd6dott, majd hosszabb szii-
net utan palyaja végén tudta azokat lezarni. A Varnegyed teriiletén szerencsés esetben egy-egy
kozépkori lakohaz esetén a régészeti és miiemléki kutatdsok osszekapcsolédnak. A Fortuna utca
18. sz. alatt Altmann Jalia az 1960-as évek végén kezdte el a kutatasokat, majd 1990-1992 kozott
folytathatta azokat. A Szent Gyorgy tér keleti oldalan talalhato ferences kolostornal hasonlé volt
a helyzet. A Varszinhdz helyreallitdsi munkdi soran 1971-ben az egykori kolostor templomat
sikertilt részben feltarnia, késébb, az 1990-es években pedig a Sandor-palota alatt a kolostor ma-
radvanyait is. Sikertilt elérnie, hogy a kolostor udvaranak északi részében el6kertilt nagyméret(i
ciszternat helyreallitsék. Igy, amikor évente egy-két alkalommal megnyitja kapuit az elnoki palo-
ta, akkor a nagykozonség is megszemlélheti azt.
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Nyugdijba vonuldsa utdn az tinnepeltnek elsésorban csaladi kotelezettségei teljesitésével tel-
tek évei. Isten éltesse még sokaig Juliat er6ben, egészségben!

In honour of Julia Altmann

Jalia Altmann was born on 7 May 1943 in Szolnok. She graduated from the Faculty of Humani-
ties of Eotvos Lordnd University in 1967 with a degree in archaeology and history. She received
a wide range of professional knowledge from her university lecturers, especially Gyula Laszl6
and Gyorgy Székely, whom she often fondly referred to in later years. She joined the Medieval
Department of the Budapest History Museum as an intern in 1966, and from 1967 until her re-
tirement - which is now considered unusual - she worked for decades as an archaeologist in the
same position, and was also the head of the Medieval Photography Collection.

The research of Obuda played a key part throughout her whole career. Her first excavation
was in Templom Street in 1969, and in 1997 her final excavation in the area took place at the
corner of Bécsi Road and Farkastorki Street. Between 1973 and 1981 she was the head of the
medieval section of the museum workgroup established in connection with the construction of
the housing estate in Obuda: she worked alongside Mrs Vilmos Bertalan first as a staff member,
and later took over the management of medieval research. There is probably no place in Obuda
where she has not conducted any archaeological work. She led the excavation of the medieval
market square of Obuda, identifying the main buildings of the former ecclesiastical and royal
quarter. In 1995, together with Mrs Vilmos Bertalan, she summarised the results of their research
in a volume entitled ‘Centuries of Obuda’. Perhaps her most important excavation here was in the
area of the Royal/Queen’s Castle, some remains of which can be seen today in the cellar of the
Reformed parish church in Kalvin Alley. She also carried out village research studies in Nyék,
Hidegkut and Obudaérs.

Her two significant works in Buda began with small excavations at the beginning of her
career, and after a long break she was able to complete them at the end of it. In the area of the
Castle District, archaeological and heritage preservation research are fortunate to be combined
in the case of medieval dwellings. At 18 Fortuna Street, Jalia Altmann started her research in the
late 1960s and continued it between 1990 and 1992. The situation was similar at the Franciscan
monastery on the eastern side of Szent Gyorgy Square. During the restoration work on the Castle
Theatre in 1971, she managed to partially excavate the former monastery church, and later, in the
1990s, the remains of the monastery under the Sdndor Palace. She also succeeded in restoring a
large cistern found in the northern part of the monastery courtyard. As a result, when the Presi-
dential Palace opens its doors once or twice a year, it can be visited by the public.

After her retirement, she spent her years mainly fulfilling her family responsibilities. May
God keep Jalia in good health and strength for many years to come.
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
