Tisztan emlékszem arra a
sziirke, komor reggelre, amikor
a hirt megkaptuk; mintha a ter-
mészet is osztozott volna a csaldd, a baratok, a munkatarsak, a
tanitvanyok, a betonos szakma, és a nemzet fdjdalmaban. Ba-
lazs professzor élete és munkassaga példa volt mindannyiunk
szamara, hogyan lehet szerényen, de rendithetetleniil szol-
galni a tudomanyt, az oktatast és a hazat. Balazs professzor
nem csak vallotta, de élete utolso percéig élte is hitvallasat,
amelybdl sajat szavaival is idézek itt, az Epitéanyag - Journal
of Silicate Based and Composite Materials hasabjain a bucsu
perceiben.

Balazs professzor mély erkolcsi gyokereit sziiléfalujabol,
Rébaszentandrasrdl hozta, legfontosabb életelvét: ,Jo alka-
lomnal jobbat ne varj!” édesapjinak koszonte. Edesapja és
sziil6faluja tanitotta meg neki az adott sz6 becsiiletének tisz-
teletben tartasat, a fizikai munka megbecsiilését, az emberek
tiszteletét, a toretlen optimizmust és a becsiiletességre torek-
vést. Eletelveit a koz szolgélatiban, oktatoként és kutatoként
eltoltott évtizedek munkajaval valdsitotta meg. Munkatarsai
és tanitvanyai korében kozismert volt paratlan teherbirasa
és munkavégzd képessége, illetve a tudomanyszervezd és
iskolateremtd tevékenysége. Rajongott a laboratériumi kutata-
sért, szeretett fiatalokkal egytitt dolgozni, szerénysége és em-
berszeretete minden kollégajaban, ,,harcostarsaban” tiszteletet
ébresztett. Nekem is megadatott az az 6rom, hogy élete utolso
évtizedében kozvetlen munkatarsa lehettem. Munkassagat
harminc szakkonyv és 250-nél tobb tudomanyos kozlemény
fémjelzi. Az épitémérnoki szakma és a beton és vasbeton
anyagok széles kort elismertségéért tett erdfeszitései eléviil-
hetetlen érdemei. Igazi szakmai kozéleti ember volt. Egyete-
mén, a Budapesti Muszaki és Gazdasagtudomanyi Egyetemen
(BME) 18 szakmai, kozéleti bizottsagnak volt tagja. A Magyar
Tudomanyos Akadémidn (MTA) 11 bizottsagban tevékenyke-
dett. Szakmai szervezetekben 22 bizottsag tagja volt. A Szilika-
tipari Tudomanyos Egyesiilet (SZTE) Beton Szakosztalyanak
alapitéja és éveken at elnoke volt. A szakmaért és a hazaért tett
erbfeszitéseiért 40-nél tobb kitiintetést kapott, tobbek kozott
Budapest Fépolgarmesterétdl a Budapest Diszpolgara cimet,
illetve a magyar koztarsasagi elnokt6l a Magyar Koztarsasag
Erdemrend Kiskeresztjét és a Széchenyi-dijat.

Baldzs Gyorgy professor emeritus who was “in love with
concrete” passed away on 5 February 2013.

I remember clearly to that grey and sombre morning when
we received the news; as if the nature itself shared the grief
of the family, friends, colleagues, disciples, professionals of
concrete and that of the nation. The life and achievements
of Professor Baldzs was an example for all of us how to serve
science, education and the motherland in a humble but
unwavering way. Professor Baldzs did not only confess but
truly lived his creed up to the last minute of his life; from
which I quote here in Epitéanyag - Journal of Silicate Based
and Composite Materials at the moments of remembrance.

Professor Balazs developed his deep moral roots in his
home village Rabaszentandras, Hungary and he attributed his
most important statement of belief to his father: “Do not wait
for a better opportunity than a good one!”. His father and his
home village taught him the respect of the given word, the
appreciation of the physical work, the respect of other people,
the unbroken optimism and the will of being honest. His
beliefs were embodied in work for decades in public service as
university tutor and researcher. He was well known among his
colleagues and students for his enormous work capacity and his
unique science-organizing and school-building activities. He
was enthusiastic about laboratory research, he liked working
together with young people, his modesty and love to people
made him very much respected among his colleagues, among
his “fellow warriors”. I had the honour as well to become
one of his direct colleagues during the last decade of his life.
His life achievement is hallmarked by thirty technical books
and over 250 scientific papers. His merits are imprescriptible
due to his efforts taken for the widespread recognition of the
civil engineering profession and the concrete and reinforced
concrete materials. He was a real professional public man. At
the Budapest University of Technology and Economics (BME)
he contributed to 18 committees. At the Hungarian Academy
of Sciences (MTA) he was member of 11 committees. In
professional organizations he served in more than 22 different
positions. He was the founder and chairman for several years
of the Concrete Sub-group of the Scientific Society of the
Silicate Industry (SZTE). He was acknowledged for his efforts
taken for his profession and for his country by more than 40
awards including the Honorary Citizen of Budapest awarded
by the Lord Mayor of Budapest as well as the Széchenyi Award
and the Knights Cross of Hungary awarded by the President
of Hungary.

Dear Professor Balazs,

We should accept your grievous absence, but, in your
own words: “Obstacles should be surmounted without any
compromise!”. The path that was laid by you before us is
followed with the comforting feeling in our hearts that your
life achievement that touched so many of us goes on live
forever in the work of your successors.

May your soul rest in peace.
