NATIONAL PRIDE OR ECONOMIC UTILITY?
The assessment of science and scientists in the light
of (scientific) political conflicts

The paper deals with the political aspects of the perception of science. The relevance of
the topic is underpinned, among other things, by the public policy significance of trust
in science and the links between national science and national identity. The literature
relates the perception of science to ideological positions on the one hand, and to partisan
bias on the other. The research underlying the study investigated the relationship be-
tween respondents’ attitudes towards science and their political preferences using a rep-
resentative questionnaire sample of 1000 Hungarian respondents. In Hungary, charac-
terised by a high degree of partisan polarisation, we expected the influence of party pref-
erence rather than ideological position on the perception of science. A detailed
exploration of attitudes yielded more nuanced results than assumed: those who identified
themselves as right-wing were less pro-science in general, but the utilitarian perception
of science was influenced by party preference in addition to education, i.e. voters of the
current government expected more utility and economic returns from science. The per-
ception of science was also influenced by the level of political information. The study also
relates the impact of partisan bias to the reception of science policy measures of the Orban
governments.

STATE OF EXCEPTION AND DEMOCRACY

The exercise of exceptional power has long been at the centre of debates, as the solution
is essentially to break away from normality and give political leader(s), especially the
executive, almost unlimited power. One of the major dilemmas of exceptional power is
therefore how to preserve the status quo, i.e,, the existing “normality”, which must be
protected by exceptional measures, through the extraordinary activation of the execu-
tive. This raises very significant problems, particularly in periods of constitutionalism
and liberal democracies based on the check and balances, when the principle of separa-
tion of powers is temporarily “switched off” for the time needed to avert an exceptional
event. However, it can be argued that, in terms of the separation of powers and the rule
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of law, order is restored over time and the separation of powers is enforced only with a
time lag, but using exceptional measures always results in the predominance of execu-
tive power and a weakening of legislative and judicial control. The dilemma arises as to
whether exceptional governance is inherently anti-democratic or whether it is a means
of maintaining democracy in a normal state. In this paper I examine the complex and
contradictory relationship between state of exception and democracy in the context of
COVID-19. However, for a fuller picture, it is also necessary to suggest that, since the
anti-democratic threats posed by the state of exception are primarily associated with
empowered governments and have increasingly shaped post-World War II political the-
ory trends, the executive may have a major role in the emergence of autocracies. There-
fore, in the present paper, after clarifying the theoretical starting points, I will first dis-
cuss in a historical context the authoritarian tendencies inherent in executive power,
which emerged in the history of ideas and politics in the 20th century in relation to the
problem of constitutional dictatorship and today take shape in the transformation of
philosophies of government, in a kind of permanent crisis-managerial philosophy of
government. Furthermore, in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic, perhaps the most
globally significant of the recent successive crises, I review and present the literature that
addresses the democratic problems of exceptional governance. The main question of this
multi-pronged analysis, exploring both historical and contemporary approaches, is thus
how and in what ways exceptional governance affects democracy, and what are the tools
and methods that can be used to check the authoritarian nature of the executive in state
of exception.

THE TRANSFORMATION OF THE PATTERNS
OF GOVERNMENT CYCLES BETWEEN 1990-2010.
Foreign examples and the modification of the Hungarian cycle
of electoral rotation in 2006

Hungarian politics following 1990 is rarely studied from the perspective of the length of
government cycles. Comparisons between the length of Hungarian cycles and internation-
al trends are even more rare. In the first part of the study the author presents data from the
Western trends preceding 1990, as they had a fundamental effect on Hungarian politics
following the change of regime. Next, the author states that between 1990 and 2002 short
cycles were prevalent, which meant a habit of electoral rotation every four years. The study
focuses on answering the question of why and how this pattern of electoral rotation was
broken in 2006 and how the first government to rule for two electoral cycles could come
about in 2006. Quoting English examples, the author introduces the expression of “govern-
ment exhaustion” which is mainly used in the case of governments on their third, or more
frequently, fourth cycles. The author explains the restrictions with which the expression
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can be used in the case studied. In conclusion, the author argues that it is worth expanding
the horizon of cycle studies not just internationally but towards the processes of Hungarian
political history as well.

TYPOLOGY OF ETHNOREGIONAL PARTIES IN CENTRAL
AND EASTERN EUROPE

Ethnoregional parties in Western Europe are well analysed and classified by several
studies based on their defining characteristics. After the democratic transition, these
parties have also appeared in (perhaps) stabilised Central and Eastern Europe, but there
is no such up-to-date typology of them. This study aims to fill this gap by analysing the
objectives of 92 parties organised to represent ethnoregional communities in the region,
as set out in their basic documents (statutes, programmes). The results show that the
basic ethnic rights and status of ethnoregional groups in the CEE region are fundamen-
tally unstable, rights are (in many cases) unduly restricted and the EU has limited influ-
ence on these issues. As a result, most parties (and communities) are still struggling for
recognition, free use of their mother tongue and representation commensurate with their
social weight. The lack of decentralisation and subsidiarity in the region does not help
to address the situation of ethno-regional communities. The territorial reforms of the
states have been cautious, nominal and have not led to the realisation of autonomy in
the Western sense, even in justified cases. As a result, many parties, especially those liv-
ing in the historical regions, are still trying to (re)Jdemand some form of autonomy for
their regions, in very different forms but with almost the same goals and content. The
state structure of the region has undergone significant changes in recent decades. Today
there are only a few attempts to change the borders - but one of these attempts led to
another war in Europe, this time in Ukraine. This conflict and its yet unknown outcome
could influence and newly radicalise the objectives of some ethnoregional parties in
Central and Eastern Europe.

ANCHOR DOWN!
Validity of the left-right scale in Hungary
and a correction proposal using an anchoring vignette method

Researchers around the world use scales to measure abstract concepts. In the political
sociology literature, the left-right scale is one of the most widely used such measures.
The use of these scales relies heavily on the assumption that individuals have the same
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understanding of concepts or mean the same thing at each point on the scale. If the
meaning of the scale differs between individuals and even systematically along some
variable(s) (differential item- functioning), this can introduce bias into the measurements.
This problem may be particularly pronounced in cross-national surveys, but may also
arise within countries. In our study, we draw on data from a telephone survey conducted
in Hungary to investigate the extent to which the left-right scale is consistent in its
meaning. Respondents were asked to place two fictitious persons (one leftist and one
rightist) on the left-right scale. Only 69% of respondents placed the vignettes in the
“correct” order. The “correct” positioning of the vignettes was strongly influenced by
education: people with a high school degree or diploma were much more likely to interpret
the vignettes ‘correctly’. The absolute position of the vignettes was most strongly varied
across educational and political groups: right-wingers and pro-government supporters
placed all vignettes strongly to the right, while left-wingers and opposition voters placed
all vignettes strongly to the left. We conclude our study by proposing a correction method
that uses the anchoring vignette approach of King et al. (2004) to use vignette responses
to correct for one’s ideological position, and that can be extended to other scales.

(DIS)ENGAGED YOUTH? YOUNG PEOPLE'S POLITICAL PARTICIPATION

However, debates about the actual political engagement of the youth do not seem to
settle. This study aims to provide a literature review on this field of research, mainly
focusing on Anglo-Saxon (Western European and North American) literature. Following
Rys Farthing’s conceptualisation, most significant scientific approaches can fit into three
groups: those assuming young people is politically passive, and disengaged, those
claiming the youth is active and engaged and alternative, ‘third way like” approaches.
Nevertheless, despite the high scientific interest this debate still cannot be considered
to be closed.
