A NEGLECTED CHAPTER IN THE HISTORY OF GERMAN POLITICAL
THOUGHT AFTER THE SECOND WORLD WAR

This introductory article provides a brief overview of the thought of the German
philosopher Joachim Ritter, highlighting his importance in German intellectual
life after the Second World War, and taking stock of some of the common
features of the thinkers who grouped around him, but also pointing out their
differences. Ritter’s intellectual development was influenced by thinkers such
as Heidegger, Cassirer, Dilthey and Durkheim. In his pre-war period, he was
influenced for a time by Marxism, but he went on to study for a doctorate in
the philosophy of Augustine under Cassirer. He quickly became disillusioned
with Nazism. From 1946 he teaches at the University of Miinster, where he is
surrounded by a circle of students and colleagues who play a very important
role in German public debates in the 1960s and 1970s. His own mature
philosophical orientation was determined by his interest in Aristotle and He-
gel. His most prominent insight is how culture can compensate for the eclipse
of religion after the Enlightenment and the French Revolution. The Collegium
Philosophicum, as a philosophical workshop, had the distinctive feature that,
unlike the Frankfurt School, it was not subordinated to a single ideology. The
strongest influences were a Christian orientation and a liberal-conservative
set of values, but the students were spread over a broad spectrum of worldviews.
Among his contemporaries, his relationship with Gadamer and Josef Pieper
should be highlighted. Within the camp of disciples, it is worth distinguishing
between Catholic thinkers such as Bockenfoérde and Spaemann, and sceptical
liberal-conservative like Marquard and Liibbe. Finally, it is worth referring to
the fact that through the former group Josef Ratzinger also had a link to the
Miinster school of Joachim Ritter.

THE RISK OF FREEDOM: FREEDOM, RIGHT, STATE AND RELIGION

Ernst-Wolfgang Bockenforde is one of the most prominent and versatile German
legal and political theorists of the 20th century. His thinking focuses on the
question of freedom, and more specifically on the historically determined
relationship of freedom to state and law. In the essay I have tried to outline the
context and the conditions of this relationship. According to Bockenforde, law
is not only a prerequisite of freedom, but also presumes the state as an institution
of power and decision-making. These interrelations are not necessary, but are
the result of a long and eventual historical process. The modern democratic
order has many preconditions, which it cannot create and without which it
cannot exist, and therefore its functioning and existence entail many risks.

THE POLITICAL PROBLEMATICS OF PHILOSOPHICAL TRADITION
ROBERT SPAEMANN AND JOSEF PIEPER'S CONCEPT OF TRADITION

Robert Spaemann and Josef Pieper, both classical representatives of the tradition
of Catholic philosophy, have emphasized the importance of the notion of
tradition. Spaemann was interested in the fate of the teleological tradition
which attributes natural ends to human beings and the natural world alike,
and highlighted the political consequences of the process of its annihilation
after the 15th century. Pieper seems to think of a unified, almost monolithic
European tradition, and he has been accused of thus becoming inclined to
accept the Nazi ideology, although there is no evidence to this in the documents.
An analysis of the notion of tradition represented by the two thinkers can
contribute to a better understanding of the Catholic philosophy in the second
half of the 20th century.

A CRITIQUE OF FUNCTIONALISM: LINKS BETWEEN THE THOUGHT
OF ROBERT SPAEMANN AND JOSEPH RATZINGER

Four main themes can be identified in the political thought of Joseph Ratzinger:
the relationship between faith and reason, objective truth, the relationship
between morality and law, and the pre-political foundations of the state. Some
of these themes - the pre-political foundations of the state and the question of
objective truth and morality - are closely linked to the liberal-conservative
German (political) philosophical tradition that emerged in the second half of
the 20th century. Consequently, analysing the context of Joseph Ratzinger's
political thought is essential to understanding his political thought. This paper
will attempt to examine the links between the thought of Joseph Ratzinger
and that of Robert Spaemann. The paper seeks to answer the question of the
extent to which Joseph Ratzinger's political thought was influenced by the
liberal-conservative school of philosophy associated with the German
philosopher Joachim Ritter and his students through Robert Spaemann.

THE IDEA OF EUROPE IN THE WORK OF JOSEPH RATZINGER

A few weeks before his election as Pope Benedict XVI, Joseph Ratzinger delivered
a seminal speech titled “On Europe’s Crisis of Culture” at the Benedictine
Monastery of St. Scholastica at Subiaco. In this lecture, he described Europe
as the “Christian continent”, which also gave birth to “scientific rationality.”
Christianity itself is not European, but it became the “religion of the European
cultural realm” and “received precisely in Europe its most effective cultural
and intellectual imprint.” In this perspective, according to Ratzinger, it would
be hard to understand Europe without reference to its Christian roots.
Paradoxically, however, Ratzinger laments the fact that Europe developed a
culture that deliberately excludes God from the public conscience. In this regard,
a popular definition of Europe — and liberal democracy —is developing in a way
which is divorced from its Christian roots. This paper explores Joseph Ratzinger’s
understanding of the idea of Europe. It is an idea anchored in tradition and
history, and it hesitates to question liberal democracy (though, perhaps,
questioning its manifestations). It is also an idea which developed at a time
when Europe experienced a period of change, of division and then unity; of an
agreement which crystallised around imperfect economic and political
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institutions; and during a period where the same idea of Europe changed,
broadened and deepened.

THE POLITICAL ASPECTS OF HERMENEUTIC TRADITION -
GADAMER AND MARQUARD

In this paper, I discuss the political aspects of Hans-Georg Gadamer’s and Odo
Marquard’s hermeneutic conceptions of tradition. Tradition, purely in formal
terms, is passing down something from generation to generation. This structure
appears in the broadest fields of human experience, including mathematical
entities, ways of behaving, moral rules, institutions on various levels, religions,
intellectual and artistic approaches. An important distinction can be drawn
with regard to the existence of what is passed down: “living” tradition means
that the traditional content implies human subjects who learn, repeat and
present this content from time to time, whereas in other cases the traditional
content is objectified. With his idea of tradition as anonymous authority,
Gadamer seeks to overcome a rigid opposition of reason and history. In doing
so, however, he uses the term “tradition” in three different senses: it is, first, a
bundle of classic works; secondly, it is authority that might be recognized as
true; and thirdly, tradition is the usual, accepted way of acting and living.
Consequently, tradition is understood by Gadamer as an insight, knowledge,
practice that is thought to be worth to pass on to later generations. Following
Joachim Ritter’s inspiration, Odo Marquard elaborates the idea of the inevitability
of our usual practices and the “customary”, radicalizing thereby Ritter’s and
Gadamer’s concept. The paper focuses on evaluating the political aspects and
consequences of these two conceptions of tradition.
