In November Budapest will for the second 
time play host to the Festival of the Union of 
European Theatres and Hungarian public will 
be able to see some of the best of world 
theatre. Ten foreign theatres will be present: the 
Théatre National Populaire of Villeurbanne, 
France, the Meno Fortas of Vilnius, Lithu-
ania, the Düsseldorf Schauspielhaus, the 
Theatergroep Hollandia, the Berlin Schau-
bühne, the Teatrul Bulandra of Bucharest, 
Rumania, the Cameri Theatre of Tel Aviv, 
Israel, the Royal Shakespeare Theatre, the 
Teatro Garibaldi of Palermo, Italy and the 
Maly Teatr of St.Petersburg, Russia, com-
pleted by two plays of our own Katona József 
theatre, Hungarian member of the Union. In 
order to help our readers to prepare for this 
outstanding theatrical event, our review 
publishes after an introduction by editor 
Tamás Koltai compilations of reviews, short 
histories, biographies and interviews related 
to each of the foreign theatre companies.
