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Summary

The issue opens with the third and final part of the diary András Forgách, selector of the program of this
year’s National Theatre Encounter kept on the productions which became the basis of his choice. The
diary also includes some experiences and conclusions inspired by the event itself.

We publish an interview conducted by Dezsô Kovács with actress and director Enikô Eszenyi, one of
the busiest and most popular personalities of today’s theatre life in Hungary.

In our column of theatre reviews István L. Sándor compares three productions – at Gyôr, at the
Budapest New Theatre and at Pécs – of Maxim Gorky’s The Night Asylum; László Zappe saw for us two
plays by Carlo Goldoni, namely The Mistress of the Inn at Zalaegerszeg and The Servant of Two Masters at
Nyíregyháza; finally Judit Szántó shares with the reader her opinion on the Hungarian premiere of Zur
schönen Aussicht, a play by Ödön von Horváth, performed at the R9 Theatre.
