Summary

The issue opens with the list of last season’s awards for best achievements in the field of
theatre as given out by the critics every year. This time no new Hungarian play of outstanding
value was found, thus prizes were distributed in fourteen categories. We Bombed Kaposvdir
(Kaposvar, director: Janos Mohécsi) became performance of the season, Gabor Zsambéki was
elected best director for Moliére’s Tartuffe; Benjamin Britten’s A Midsummer Night's Dream was
named best musical production, Nestroy’s The Talisman best piece of theatrical entertain-
ment, Béla Pintér’s The Gate of Nowhere best fringe performance and Rose and Violet best pro-
duction for children. Awards also went to the best actresses and best actors of the season in
leading and supporting parts (Adél Kovats, Laszl6 Galffi, Andrea Fullajtar and Ernd Fekete
respectively), to best set and costume designers (Maria Ambrus, respectively Mari Benedek)
and to the most promising newcomer (this title was earned by Gabriella Himori). Finally a
special prize was allotted to the team responsible for having organized the Budapest Festival
of the Union of European Theatres.

In our series on the past season of leading Budapest theatres we publish this time Mag-
dolna Jakfalvi’s essay analyzing the recent achievements of the Katona Jozsef Theatre.

Fifteen years passed since the decease of Eva Ruttkai, one of the finest actresses of our the-
atre history. On this occasion we present an unpublished conversation Ferenc Békés, leader
of a survey in theatre sociology had with her in 1985, one year before her death.

Some reviews of summer performances follow. Istvan L. Sandor saw for us the ,Antigone
Festival” held at Zsambék’s Summer Theatre, i.e. the original tragedy by Sophocles as well as
two modern adaptations: Roman Sikora’s Antigone, Clear Off! and Janusz Glowacki’s Antigone
in New York. Another production in Zsdmbék, Laszl6 Garaczi’s Wonderful Beasts is reviewed by
Dezs8 Kovécs, while Taméas Mérok shares with the reader his impressions of Bluebeard’s Castle
by Béla Bartok at the Szeged Open Air Festival and Agnes Veronika Toth examines two recent
offerings — Carmina Burana and The Wooden Prince — by the Szeged Contemporary Ballet. In
a final contribution Istvan Nanay evokes some outstanding pieces of acting discovered by him
in several summer productions.
