
Summary 
Our periodical reverts to Pushkin’s Boris Godunov, performed at the Madách Chamber
Theatre and reviewed in our previous issue; we now publish an essay by Géza Fodor and
some excerpts from the diary of  Vsevolod Meyerhold’s rehearsals of the play.

They Are Nine Like the Plagues (József Attila Theatre), Magda Szabó’s Cry, My Town
(Debrecen), Péter Horváth and György Selmeczi’s The Pest Stage (Studio of the National
Theatre), Aliz Mosonyi and Szabolcs Szôke’s The Sleeping Beauty (a puppet show at the
Studio K.) and Tchekhov’s Three Sisters (Radnóti Miklós Theatre).

The Budapest Chamber Theatre recently produced two solo plays, Dalton Trumbo’s
Johnny’s War and Martin Sherman’s Rose, both directed by Israel’s Ilan Eldad. Zsófia
Vesztl contributed to the present issue a review of both performances as well as a conver-
sation with Mr. Eldad, his designer daughter, Ruth Eldad and author Martin Sherman. 

István L. Sándor’s contribution, beyond simply reviewing Barbarians, a dance produ-
ction by Csaba Horváth, also compares and discusses the writings of other critics treating
the same play; our review hopes to stimulate a larger debate on the questions he raised.   

We start a new series, centred on Hungarian artists and companies abroad. The series
opens with foreign reviews discussing director Gábor Zsámbéki’s performance of Ibsen’s
Little Eyolf at the National Theatre of Norway. 

Our present dance critics are Csaba Kutszegi, Katalin Lôrinc and Tamás Halász who
saw for us respectively two productions by the Budapest Dance Theatre: Mother Holle, a
fairy-tale for children and The European, four productions by the Humgarian National
Ballet under the common title Hommage à Dohnányi and two productions by the Dream
Team Theatre: ErosThanatos and Death and the Lass.
