Summary

In the first section of our February issue three new Hungarian operas are reviewed by, respectively, Lorant
Péteri, Szabolcs Molnar and Andras Csont, who saw The Salvation of the Town by Gyula Fekete and Istvan
Eérsi (Hungarian State Opera), Peasant Opera by Benedek Darvas and Béla Pintér (Béla Pintér’s
Company at the Skéné) and The Giant Baby by Gergely Vajda and Tibor Déry (Budapest Puppet Theatre).

Reviews of straight plays as well as dance productions follow. Tamas Koltai, Judit Szant6, Laszlo
Zappe, Balazs Urban, Dezs8 Kovécs, Judit Szanté once more, Csaba Kutszegi and Agnes Veronika Téth
saw for us Peter Shaffer’s Amadeus (Kaposvar), Ernd Szép’s Adam’s Apple (New Theatre) and Ferenc
Molnéar’s The Glass Slipper (Tatabanya), Kornél Hamvai’s Kitty Flynn (Pest Theatre), Akos Németh’s Car
Thieves (Nyiregyhéza), Mark Rozovski’s Legend of the Horse, an adaptation of a short story by Leo Tolstoi
(Comedy Theatre), Theresia Walser’s The Daughters of King Kong (The Chamber) as well as the two dance
productions: Versions by the company KompMania at the venue Trafé and Pictographs by the group
TranzDanz at the Mu Theatre.

In our new series on Hungarian directors as seen abroad we publish this time some German and
French reviews on the guest appearance of the Circle of Chalk Company, whose productions —
Workman's Circus (an adaptation of Georg Biichnet’s Woyzeck) and My Country, Oh, My Country — were
both directed by Arpad Schilling.

With a polemic article by Judit Csaki, SZINHAZ opens a discussion on the situation of Hungarian
theatre criticism, as exposed in a recent contribution of Istvan Sandor L.

At the Slovakian theatre festival Divadelna Nitra Rita Sebestyén saw the Moscow guest performance
of a remarkable Russian play: Plasticine by Vassily Sigariov. We publish her account.

The issue closes with three obituaries, commemorating two fine Hungarian actors who worked in
Rumanian ethnic minority theatres, Istvan Ferenczy (1937—-2002) and Alajos Acs (1930—2002) as well,
as well beloved actress Ila Schiitz (1944—2002).

To this issue is joined the table of contents of our 2002 volume.
