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Summary

The Csiky Gergely Theatre of Kaposvar, one of the best in
our country, looks forward to a change in managing. The
probable beginning of a new epoch in the history of the
house prompted Tamés Koltai to summarize in an essay his
past encounters with the Kaposvar productions during the
last thirty seasons.

Two contributions to our column of reviews — by Lorant
DPéteri and by Tamaés Tarjan — evaluate The Phantom of the
Opera by Andrew Lloyd Webber and Richard Stilgoe
(Madach Theatre) and a Bosnia-located Romeo and Juliet
seen at the Ark.

Schell, one of the most remarkable young actresses of her
generation.

Our review reverts to the problems tackled in our last issue
about theatre financing. We find Ferenc Kérmendy, presid-
ent of the Budapest general assembly’s cultural committee,
Istvan Szabd, vice-manager of the Hungarian Theatre
Institute, Laszl6 Baan, assistant secretary of the cultural
ministry and Gyorgy Szabd, manager of the venue Trafé in
conversation with Zsolt Koren, Judit Csaki and Gydrgy
Barathy; together they reveal many topical features of this
complex problem.

Three of our contributors visited some outstanding sum-
mer festivals and share with the reader their impressions.
Tamas Koltai, present at Salzburg and at Bayreuth, tackles
present tendencies in the staging of operas, Livia Fuchs
evokes highlights of Vienna’s ImPulsTanz Festival and
Gyorgy Karsai introduces an international gathering, the
Compass Rose Festival of Lille (France), where two Hungar-
ian avantgarde companies also offered a sample of their art.
