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RussianStudiesHu is an online peer-reviewed academic periodical on Historical
Russistics. It is published in two volumes per year, additions being made to the online
content continuously over the course of the given year. Besides being available on
its website, issues of the periodical are freely accessible at EGtvos Lorand Tudomany-
egyetem'’s repository (edit.elte.hu), that of the Central and Eastern European Online
Library (CEEOL) (https://www.ceeol.com/) as well as in other major international
databases. The publisher also makes the periodical’s material available in printed form.

Manuscripts are accepted in Hungarian, Russian and English on condition that the
article has not been published elsewhere. RussianStudiesHu welcomes colleagues
with an interest in any topic on Eastern Slavic, Russian, and Soviet History who submit
a scientific paper that observes our rules of publication. These fields are understood in
a broad sense (including their Hungarian and Eastern European aspects).

Our ‘Special Guest column’ provides space for representatives of Russian Studies in
the widest possible meaning of the term, while ‘Opuscula Prima’ offers prize-winners
in the nationwide competition ‘Thesis of the Year in Russian Studies’ an opportunity
to publish. RussianStudiesHu does not prefer any ‘genre’, method or trend in history
writing over another. However, historiography does stand at the centre of its founders’
scientific interest, research and publications.

The core nature of this focus is demonstrated clearly by the articles on
“Historiographies of Russia’s History (2000-2020)", a project launched in 2021, which at
present includes scholars from 17 countries, representing all five continents.

The russianstudies.hu webpage, which provides web coverage for RussianStudiesHu,
was established in the autumn of 2019 by employees of EOtvos Lorand University
(ELTE), by members of the legal successor to the Hungarian Institute for Russian Studies
(founded in 1990) as well as by the ELTE Centre for Russian Studies. Academic and
institutional support is provided by ELTE's Institute of History.

The journal’s editors welcome everyone to the site, not only as readers but also as
co-creators, providing an opportunity for colleagues specializing in Historical Russistics
both at home and abroad to publish.

RussianStudiesHu has, from the very moment of its inception, exceeded the wildest
dreams of its creators. As renowned scholars of international repute have joined our
project, the journal has outgrown the limits not only of a workshop but also the scope
of Hungarian Russistics, serving the cause of universal knowledge. As one author has
put it: this “forum serves as a meeting place of various historiographies”; it is a bridge
between Western and Eastern Russistics.
