A gazdasagi jellegli intézmények és magatartasok sajatos vilagat mutatja be az
ismertetésre valasztott tanulmanykotet. Mint Sik Endre nemzetkozi kitekintést is
tartalmazd irasaibol kideriil, az informalis gazdasag vilagszerte elterjedt jelenség,
nem Kkis fejfajast okozva a kozgazdaszoknak és a politikusoknak. A kozgazdaszok
a kozgazdasagtan tiszta torvényszertiségeinek érvényesiilését féltik az informalis
gazdasag attekinthetetlen szovevényétol, s a GDP érvényességét kikezdd jellegétol.
A politikusok, f6ként Kelet Eurépaban bizonytalanok a jelenség funkcidit és
hatasait illetGen.

A fogalmak bizonytalanségaira Czaké Agnes mar az els tanulményban felhivja
a figyelmet. A piac, a kereskedés, a csere fogalmainak értelmezésbeli problémai
mellett hasonléan bizonytalan az informalis gazdasag elkiiloniilése a formalis
gazdasag kozgazdaszok altal preferalt vilagatol. Sok esetben nehéz elkiiloniteni
egymastol az informalis és illegalis gazdasagi magatartasokat is, noha a jogaszok
nagy része ezt a megallapitast feltehet6en erésen opponalna.

Czak6 Agnes nemcsak a fogalmak bizonytalansdgait veszi sorra, hanem a
téma szempontjabdl fontos, killonbozé kozgazdasagi, regionalis gazdasagtani
és szocioldgiai elméletek attekintését is elvégzi.'®® Az informaélis gazdasaggal
foglalkozé munkak egyik Iényeges megallapitasa az, hogy ez a fajta intézményi
szervezOdés ¢és magatartds a pénzgazdasagok mindegyikében jelen van,
fiiggetleniil azok fejlettségétdl. A gazdasag fejlettsége, de még inkabb a regionalis
eltérésekben is szerepet jatszo kulturalis, torténeti (politikai) sajatossagok az
intézmények €s a magatartasok hallatlan gazdagsagat hoztak létre és éltetetik ma
is a legfejlettebb piacgazdasagokban éppugy, mint a kelet-eurdpai, vagy afrikai
tarsadalmakban.

Az informalis piachely sokféle formaja voltaképpen egy informalis — formalis
kontinuum eltéré pontjain helyezhetk el.” — irja Czako Agnes, s ebben a
dimenzidban valdban elhelyezhetd az Osszes vizsgalt intézmény, magatartas.
A formalis — nem formalis skala mellett azonban még tobb mas dimenzio is
értelmezheto lenne. Ilyen példaul a legalis és illegalis skala, vagy a pénz és barter
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csereligyletek, szolgaltatasok egymas mellett 1étez6 gyakorlata. A piachelyek
sokféleségére és azok értelmezésének nehézségeire is ravilagit Sik Endre
nemzetkdzi kitekintést tartalmazo tanulmanya.'® A fogalmi nehézségekre példa
lehet az, hogy Sik nem tekinti informalis piachelynek az Amerikdban népszerii
»garazsvasart” (garage sale vagy yard sale), mivel, mint irja, ott csak egy elado
vesz részt a kereskedésben. Ha csak az eladok szama lenne a fogalom kritériuma,
akkor Magyarorszag és Romania keleti teriiletein egyediil vandorlo és egy napra
letelepedo arusok is kiesnének a fogalombdl. Ett6] eltekintve Sik tanulmanya igen
komoly hozzéjarulast jelent az informalis gazdasag szociologiai értelmezéséhez.
Piachely tipologiaja és a jelenség konceptualizalasara iranyulo torekvése nagyon
megkonnyiti a témat érintd empirikus vizsgalatokat tervezd kutatok dolgat.

A kotet legtobb tanulmanya az informalis gazdasag sajatos Kelet-europai
jelenségével foglalkozik. Ezen beliil érthetden a magyar sajatossagok allnak
a kozéppontban, de olvashatunk az erdélyi'® és a mongol*® helyzetet leird
tanulmanyokat is.

Az informalis gazdasag sajatos jelensége volt Magyarorszagon az un. KGST
piac, vagy ,,lengyel piac”. A hianygazdasagok politikai viszonyainak kényszeri
lazulasa megteremtette az ilyen informalis piacok elterjedésének, felviragzasanak
lehetdségét, amely minden ,,szocialista” orszagban megtalalhatd volt, az adott
orszag gazdasagi és politikai viszonyai altal befolyasoltan. Sik Endre tanulmanya's
nemcsak a kiilonb6zo kelet- eurdpai orszagokban kialakult informalis piacokat
mutatja be, hanem elemzésében ezek tovabbélését is elemzi ,,poszt-szocialista”
koriilmények kozott.

A szocializmusban az informalis piachelyek egyfel6l, mint gazdasagi
korrekcios mechanizmusok miikddtek, masfel6l viszont, ahogy a tanulmany
ramutat, tarsadalmi funkciot is ellattak: szorakoztatd, izgalmas, egzotikus
id6toltési lehetséget nyujtottak a ,,shoppingolasra” vagyoknak. Egyik — masik
piac turista latvanyossagként is sikert aratott.

A rendszervaltozas utan ezek a piachelyek tovabb viragoztak, de funkcidjuk
az évek soran megvaltozott. A szorakoztato jellegiik visszaszorult, s eldtérbe
keriilt a rendkiviili mértében elmélyiilé tarsadalmi — gazdasagi egyenldtlenségek
kovetkeztében a gazdasagi funkcidja: a ,,szegények piaca” lett.

Nemcsak a funkciok, hanem a szereplok is nagy valtozatossagot mutatnak.
A regionalis egyenlétlenségek ezen a téren is ,hozzak magukat”. Erdekes
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Osszehasonlitasra ad alkalmat két térkép, amely két kiilonb6z6 tanulmanybol és
szerzOktol szarmazik.'®s A két térkép vilagosan mutatja az orszag Nyugat — Kelet
lejtéjét: A ,lomizas,” mint informalis gazdasagi jelenség szinte csak Nyugat —
Magyarorszagra szoritkozik. Ausztria kdzelsége és a magasabb életszinvonal
értekesebb ,,lomokat” is jelent. Kelet Magyarorszagon viszont az informalis
piachelyek dominalnak, amelyekben kaphatd olcso, silanyabb mindségii aruk
igazodnak a vasarloerd alacsonyabb szinvonalahoz.

A kotetet Giczi Johanna alapos moédszertani tanulmanya zarja, amelybdl
kideriil az a sokféle modszertani megkozelités, amelyet az évek soran a kutatok
alkalmaztak e sokrétli tarsadalmi jelenség megkozelitésére. A feldolgozott
szakirodalom anyaga is jol hasznosithato a téma irant érdekl6dok szamara.

Remélhetéen a kovetkezd idészakban megindul egyfajta elméletalkotas is,
amely a kotetben kozolt elemzések, esettanulmanyok alapjan a k6zos és eltérd
sajatossagokat egyarant rendszerbe szervezi és lattatni engedi az informalis
gazdasag Kelet-europai modelljét. Ez a [épés igen hasznos lenne mind a
kozgazdasagtan, mint pedig a politologia szamara, nem is beszélve a szociologia
szamos agarol.

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The Torn-apart Nation of the Carpathian Basin:
Do the Hungarians Know Each Other?

Since 1920 it has been the most depressing and challenging task for Hungarian
researchers with a patriotic attitude to keep - in a mental sense - the torn-apart
nation in one block. These Hungarian national problems are corresponding to
the problems appeared in the 16th-18th century. Today the principal task is to
reveal the anti-national totalitarianism of the single party communist state as the
phenomena inherited from the communist era are still demoralizing the nation.
The problem of developing apart appeared in the studies of Gyula Illyés, Lajos
Fiir, Gyula Fekete during the communist era. In the early 1970s it caused general
consternation among intellectuals that, according to a survey, secondary school
leavers did not know what the mother tongue of Szekler people was, however,
Szeklers associate themselves more Hungarian than Hungarians. Research of
Hungarian national identity clearly proves that the communist regime started a
systematic attack against the nation after 1956. The most significant basis of this
was the socialist nation-conception formulated in Moscow, which was used to
weaken national identity in Hungary and to assimilate Hungarians living over the
borders. The consequences of this conception are still in existence in Hungary as
well as in the neighbouring countries even 20 years after the fall of the communist
regime.

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Competition and ,,Efficiency“: The Ethical Reef of Neoliberalism

Based on the assumption that the enthronement of the market as the moral
principle ethically fails, as the market principle comes down to an ethics of the right
of the powerful, it might seem that a principled market apologia, i.e. economism,
does not need to surrender. Instead of concentrating on exchange and pure self-
interest, this variant of market apologia points to competition; and it does not fall
prey to an ethics without morality, as it claims that we do have duties - the duty to
secure that the market proceeds competitively.

Among the numerous “good” features, attributed to competition one feature stands
out: its “efficiency”. The paper examines two versions of the “efficiency” argument,
utilitarianism and “prosperity for all”. The respective shortcomings of both views
are elucidated by employing the concepts of “creative destruction”, “outer market
values”, and (the compulsion to) “entrepreneurship”. The paper concludes with the
normative prospect of constraining, instead of ever increasing, the competiveness
not just of the economy, but of society in general.

How to defuse the time bomb of the global monetary system?

Our current monetary system has to be regarded as a time bomb because in the
foreseeable future it leads to a monetary and economic collaps. The constraint of
economic growth arises namely from our monetary system. It is the circulation of
money that keeps modern economy alive. Money is predominantly credit-money
since it comes into being by borrowing. On a credit however interest is charged.
Hence, for the economy just to be in balance an extent of growth is necessary that
covers the interest on credit-money - otherwise the system breaks down. The
amount of money in circulation has to be extended as a minimum in proportion to
economic growth in order to avoid paralysing deflation. And an extended amount
of money requires further interest payments and further economic growth. So,
due to its inherent, self-generating constraint of growth our monetary system is
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nothing else but a Ponzi scheme that sooner or later will collapse because the
Earth’s resources are limited.

The primary prerequisite for a solution is the understanding of the problem just
described. It is also clear that only a fundamental reform of our monetary and
economic system may constitute a durable solution. A seigniorage reform is surely
worth of consideration.

Hungarian academic and public writing on the Albanians
at the beginning of the XX. century

Following the Austro-Hungarian Compromise in 1867 the attention of the leading
circles of the Austro-Hungarian Monarchy (AHM) turned to the Balkan, and in
particular the territories inhabited by the Albanians. Motivated by the aspiration
for a territorial expansion at the expense of the Russian and the Ottoman Empires,
there was a strong intention of “discovering” the Albanians, who had been
previously known by mere reports. The political power strongly supported this
initiative in order to facilitate future plans for domination in the region. In the
common space of foreign policy the Austrians regarded the German academic
influence as vital. German scholars identified several archaic elements of the
language, culture and anthropology of the Albanians, and they thought that they
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could clarify many issues of the Indo-European past by the academic study and
description of the Skipetars. As for the Hungarians, the main motivations were the
historical heritage of the late Middle Ages but occasionally we can also observe
heroic-romantic gestures and adventurous elements in the biographies of the first
Hungarian scholars in Albania. These scholars, who had won an international
reputation, were later totally forgotten, and they were re-discovered only after the
turn of the millennium, thanks to a new kind of scholarly attention.
