E who intends characterizing the present 
state of Hungary’s industry can do so 

best by simply stating the fact that industrial 
activity of the old system is about to cease 
and that modern industry is fast gaining ground, 
to which many enterprises of importance 
amply testify.

If we compare old-fashioned industrial 
works, which cannot possibly subsist with 
the present direction of economical develop-

judge in this way must not even heed what 
progress our industry has made, or how the 
number of our industrial undertakings has 
increased especially during these last five 
years.

This old Hungarian industry had two chief 
characteristics, one of which was that it only 
worked to satisfy the most immediate wants, 
and the other that — through lack of means 
of communication it was confined to the 
narrowest possible. This constituted its force 
but caused at the same time its weakness. 
The want of means of communication was

ment, with the extension of Hungarian in­
dustry taken in the modern sense of the 
word, we may perhaps find that the number 
of tradesmen was relatively greater in olden 
times when the word trade was identical 
with the word industry. But if we look at 
the existing modern developments, then — 
although this country is far from having at­
tained that degree of industrial production 
to which it ought and to which it will 
arrive, we must admit that, both with 
respect to the invested capital and to the 
quantity and quality of production, our mo­
dern industrial activity has filled up in many 
ways the void which if we may say so — 
arose by the disappearance of the industrial 
world of the Middle Ages. And those who

an excellent protection for that industry, but 
it was the same reason which caused the 
tradesmen of that time to be caught totally 
unprepared by the new situation when the 
great Austrian industry came to the very place 
of their work to compete with them. Our 
tradesmen could not stand such competition, 
they were unable to withstand the great 
industry which produced finer, better, and 
cheaper work more quickly, which industry 
was more inventive and disposed of larger 
capital.

I his period of decay of ancient Hun­
garian trade lasted during the fifties and 
sixties of the last century, which was the 
saddest period of Hungarian industry.

Our 'Reading Table.
«The Dominicans: Letters to a Young Man on 

the Dominican Order.» Translated from the French, 
and Edited by the Very Rev. Father John Procter, 
Provincial of the English Dominicans. Washbourne, 
London, Price 6d.

This little book, ably translated by the Rev. E. 
Bede Jarrett, O. P., and edited by the Very Rev. 
Father J. Procter, has a special interest for Hun­
garian readers, owing to the light it throws upon 
the work of the early Dominicans in Hungary. In 
this work, which covers the early history of the 
great Order of preachers in Europe, it is signifi­
cant that the saintly friar who was known later as 
Blessed Paul of Hungary, played a distinguished 
part in converting the Heathen of the Near East. 
«In the days of St. Dominic», we read, «the pro­
vince of Hungary produced its legions of Domi­
nican martyrs. In a single massacre there were 
200 holocausts to truth that is, two hundred 
witnesses for the Faith.» Blessed Paul of Hungary 
was martyred in 1242 with ninety of his heroic 
companions, and in 1260, at Sandomir, no less 
than forty-eight Dominicans were slaughtered by 
the Tartars as they chanted the Salve Regina. Hun­
garian Catholics will, on this account, if on no other, 
find «The Dominicans» most interesting and stimul­
ating reading, and we heartily commend it to them.
