The Queen’s 'Rose.

T
hat sad little museum which Ida Ferenczy 
established in the Castle of Buda has lately 

been extended by gifts from the founder herself. 
This lady has recently presented to the collection a 
small ebony box, ornamented with silver stripes and 
glass cover.

A pair of black stockings, a crumpled white lace 
handkerchief and a faded rose, sufficient memorials 
of that terrible day on which the dagger of a mad­
man took away the life of the good Queen Elizabeth 
rest within.

At the moment of the tragedy the Queen was

wearing these stockings; the handkerchief was in 
her hand and the faded flower which then burned 
fiery red rested above her heart. These reliques 
were at the time presented by the Archduchess 
Maria Valeria to the one-time Maid of Honour; 
there, in the box lies the Royal letter in which the 
Archduchess writes that, in recognition of the services 
of the Maid of Honour and as a sad memorial of 
the Queen she sends these articles. The little box, 
with the reliques, was long in possession of Miss 
Ida Ferenczy before she could decide to part with 
them and place them at the disposition of the nation.

The Worlds Woman’s Congress.

T
he congress has come and the Congress has 

gone. Blessed be the name of the Congress. 
In reviewing the events of the last week one’s 

memory insensibly flies to those extremes of com­
parison which are covered by a space infinitessima! 
in the life of a sphere, scarcely less so in that of 
a nation, long only as applied to the life of the 
individual. The position of Woman four-five-six 
hundred years ago, and the position of Woman 
to-day — these are extremes which do violence to 
a strong imagination. And it is precisely the difficulty 
of reconciling these two Poles in the essentially 
conservative mind of Man which stands in the way 
of that complete emancipation of the sex not from 
any particular wrongs or special ethical relation but, 
from the mere trammels of convention.

Could one surmount the bogies of time and space it 
might he interesting toinstitutesomesortofphilosophi- 
cal enquiry into the relations between man and woman 
from the historical point of view and the great part 
which the religious instinct has played in all ages 
in the evolution of the question. It is sufficient 
however, to suggest on the'general question/that if 
there be really denial of justice it arises not from 
«manly contumacy» but from the want of a stable 
womanly ideal and the impossibility of doing‘away 
with tradition in the short space of a generation. 

With these preliminary and not inopportune
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remarks one may pass easily to the work of the 
recent Congress.

The one striking feature of the whole function 
was the magnificent and spirited response of the 
women of Budapest to the taunt (so often repeated

silvered head, the tolerant but commanding eye of 
Mrs. Chapman-Catt to feel the full force of the 
contention that woman is amenable to this Spirit 
which sways all things. Would it not be marvellous 
were it otherwise? Could one well imagine an

that it has now become an axiom amongst men) 
that Woman has no organising genius. The whole’ 
Congress, its preparation, its actual labours, its 
aftermath, was first and foremost a triumph of 
organisation. We have had Congresses here by the 
score, ten in as many years, all men’s functions, all 
elaborately arranged in accordance with the fine 
and high standard which Hungary has adopted, a 
standard which perhaps only England may approach 
but does not go beyond, yet not one of these was 
attended by one quarter of the numbers which 
recently took part in the Woman's Movement, nor 
could a single one, not excepting the Dairy Congress, 
come anywhere near this in organisation. Another 
point. The note of order struck in the first moment 
was never, at any subsequent moment, lost sight of. 
People who sincerely believed that an assembly of 
women must of necessity degenerate into an ir­
responsible rabble, under the stress of daily meetings 
prolonged until evening, were astounded to observe 
that if there were one single feature of note beyond 
the mai vellous arrangements, if beyond the pheno­
mena of a Babel of languages, the meeting of East 
and West, a vast concourse of nationalities there 
were one outstanding momentum it was the Spirit 
of Order which these women brought to their work, 
the quiet, earnest, respectful even deferential de­
meanour of thousands to one.

In one sense it was a wonder, in another a great 
and worthy tribute to the fine presence of the Lady 

resident. One had only to gaze upon the noble

aggregation of individuals of any sex or age no 
borne down and subdued by the first law of Heawen 1 
Perhaps those exotics of England from whom the 
gods have taken Reason, the Militants, but certainly 
no others. Yet it is seriously urged by opponent; 
of the movement that the instinctive lawlessness oi 
women makes them unfit to sit in Council. Not ai 
all the first sincere argument founded upon want 
of experience. But here, in Budapest, once for all 
it has been disproved.

I think, in justice to the women of Budapes 
«The City of the River», that the work of those 
ladies should go upon the record. Justice though 
the Heavens fall. It would not be easy, without comp­
arisons and invidious distinctions to single out those 
ladies who, of all, deserve the Mural Crown of the 
newer era. But even Hungarian ladies themselves 
who have given time, Irouble and material support 
to the cause will surely not be surprised if 1 single 
out for appreciation in special form the one or two 
outstanding personalities which, as it were, domin­
ated the situation.

First and foremost it is conceded «in foreign

There are 
many Hungarians grateful to this accomplished lady 
to-day, and there are many ladies of foreign origin 
who will return home relieved that their life's work 
has found so strong a champion on the borders 
of a world.

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The Eighth Dry-Farming Congress.
By Géza de Koppély.

T
he i.ast Congress held in Lethbridge. Canada 
was, in all respects a highly successful function- 

In accordance with the resolution there adopted 
this year’s meeting takes place at Tulsa, Oklahoma, 
on Oct. 22rd next.

Tulsa is one of those Wonder-cities with which 
the new world is continually astonishing the old. 
This city established in 19C0 — this century — 
claims 35,000 inhabitants whilst its annual output 
of oil is 60,000,000 barrels.

The Congress sets great store by the Agricultural 
Exhibition to be held contemporaneously with its 
special labours. Arkansas, Missouri, Kansas and 
Oklahoma States have joyfully acceeded to the 
suggestion that they shall be collectively represen­
ted by one exhibit. Oklahoma has determined to 
erect a special building for agricultural products 
where principally sea and cotton products will be 
on view. The High Schools of Nevada and Arizona 
are desirous that their respective States shall parti­
cipate in the Exhibhion whilst the N. W. States 
have already marked out great areas for their 
exhibits. Similarly the official participation of Texas 
is ensured as is the case with Kentucky, Tenneasee 
and Mississippi. The sugar and rice produce of 
Louisiana will form a separate section.

Greater interest is being shewn in the forthcoming 
Congress, not only by the States of the Union but 
also by foreign countries. Judging from portents 
this Congress will communicate to the movement a 
greater impetus. Canada is raising a separate build­
ing, and there is an idea that the U. S. Government 
will do the same on behalf of the States' exhibits.

Two buildings have already been begun in Tulsa, 
one with steel supports and re-inforced cement to 
serve as a permanent Exhibition : the other designed 
to serve the present aim only. Two great Session 
Halls, each capable of 
accommodating 2,000 dele­
gates, and a general even­
ing Congress Hall which 
will be a permanent feature 
of the city have been begun.

The State Agricultural 
High School of Oklahoma 
is arranging ten-day cour­
ses for farmers of the 
Stale; in the course of 
which experts of the School 
will make known to the 
farmers the successes of 
dry-farming.

Without referring to the 
various means for instruc­
tion and enlightenment 
I would mention the Rural 
Home movement which has 
a world-wide significance.

The leaders of the Congress very correctly recognised 
years ago that, for the perfection of Agricultural 
production it is necessary to draw within the scope 
of the movement women and children. This movement 
has vast social importance. The farm woman of 
to-day in America is naturally a different being from 
the woman of two generations back. Her social and 
cultural requirements are different. The development 
of the rural home of to-day is largely in the hands 
of the woman.

The wise and far-seeing leaders of the Congress 
recognise, in the children, very important factors- 
Whatever economist in Europe who regards with 
anxiety the migration from country to town and 
finds a social panacea in the «Back of the Land» 
movement, may learn much from the results and 
trend of Dry-Farming Congresses.

The popularising of Rural Homes has met with 
great success in the U. S. A. Professor Palmer of 
the Agricultural High School of North Dakota drew 
attention to the upsidedown position involved in 
teaching village children whom we desire to retain 
on the land, subjects more appropriate to town 
children. Village children must be familiarised with 
their immediate surroundings otherwise they lose 
interest in school work. Of 164 children educated 
on the old plan 157 wished to leave the farm 
whilst of 174 educated upon the newer plan favoured 
by the experts of the dry-farming movement 162 
were quite content to remain on the land.

Dry-Farming Congressers have the exclusive claim 
to the merits of these results. They are directed not 
only to the improvement and increase of agricultural 
produce but to the improvement, in every way, of 
the agricultural classes. And in as much as they 
make use of practical means in a natural way they 
evolve practical, simple and healthy social ideas and 
tendencies.

International Congress of Publishers.
N June 1st the second great event of the 
summer season, the assembling of delegates

Our pub­
lishers, however, did not 
participate until five years 
latter when the delegates 
were received in Leipzic. 
The last occasion of this 
function was the meeting 
in Amsterdam in 1910, at 
which, upon the motion 
of Mr. Victor Ranschburg, 
the Manager of the Athe­
naeum, it was decided to 
accept the invitation of the 
Hungarian Capital to "meet 
in Budapest in 1913.

powers of our commissioner, and this is the result 
of his eloquence.

The Congress is under the august patronage of 
His Royal Highness the Archduke Joseph? Its 
honorary Presidents are the Right. Hon. Leo Lánczy, 
the Right. Hon. Alex. Matlekovics, Mr. Gusfavus 
Heinrich and Eugene Rákosi, Members of the House 
of Magnates and Dr. Giesswein M. P.

Of the direction and aims of the Congress no 
better illustration could be given than is supplied 
by the first question upon the Agenda «Flow to 
eliminate immoral literature» this standing in the 
name of Mr. Jacob Wiesner, Many of the other 
matters are, of course, questions rather of technical 
than social interest.

The thoughtful man bent upon reviewing the 
general cultural progress of this country will find 
no better guide than a list of the many international

Feminists in "Debreczen.

On Sunday, June 14th, forty members of the 
Feminist Congress travelled to Debreczen to examine 
the real Hungarian specialities of the district. They 
were met by a Reception Committee consisting of 
50 members who, as representing the Royal Free 
City, whose guests the travellers were, conducted 
them to every corner of interest and explained the 
various phenomena of the Alföld.

Floral "Decoration Committee.
Mr. State-Secretary Joseph Bartóky presided at a 

meeting of this body in the Industrial Museum 
and referred, in his opening address, to the obstacles 
to the movement arising out of dearness of living, 
house-rents, war scares and so on. Notwithstanding 
which there was perceptible encouragement in the 
fact that the movement for the floral decoration of 
windows, balconies, house-fronts, etc was more 
widespread. The Committee afterwards proceeded 
to discuss the Agenda.

Echo of the Újvidék Fete.
The events of the Whitsuntide Aerial Fete are 

fresh in the minds of our readers. We are now 
informed from the «Eye of the Bácska» that, at a 
meeting recently held under the chairmanship of 
Mr. Béla Matkovich, the High Sheriff, the balance- 
sheet was produced whence it appeared that, after 
deducting all expenses of the three-days festivities 
there was a net profit of 36,029 crowns. It was 
decided to hand over a sum of 25,000 crowns to 
the Hungarian Association of Aviators and to apply 
the balance to the same ends but through the 
Újvidék Committee.
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Opening of the Széchenyi Bath.
On June 16th Budapest turned the corner of her 

existence as a Watering Place. Hitherto this descrip­
tion has been somewhat of a misnomer, rather could 
she have been named the City of Springs for we 
have never yet attained to a level commensurate 
with our Western milieu in the matter of the proper 
provision of buildings. That is now changed. The 
result of part of Dr. Eugene Markus' programme 
is now open to public view and public use. The 
Széchenyi Arlesian Bath adds one more to the lordly 
list of architectural triumphs which make the City 
unapproachable. Oriental easeand Occidental Hygiene 
combine to give to this newest acquisition a character 
to which the far-more renowned, because older, 
Baths of the Continent are strangers.

The formal opening was accomplished in befitting 
style. The Lord Mayor of the City and a fine, 
representative gathering gave eclat to the proceedings. 
By the side of the Lord Mayor appeared the ever- 
popular Mayor, Dr. Stephen Bárczy, Dr. Eugene 
Márkus and the State-Secretary for Home Affairs, 
Dr. Charles Némethy who all spoke well and hope­
fully ot the great enterprise.

Girls’ Fencing School.
Hitherto, as a rare case here and there, it has 

happened that one or two girls have taken to fencing, 
but this fine and noble sport had usually been held 
to be the exclusive province of men. An interesting 
experiment is now being tried in Budapest where 
Baroness Kochard Proff, in her fencing school, has 
made provision for the reception of young girls.

All the smaller girls fence together with boys of 
about their own age.

It is a pretty sight to see the diligence and deep 
interest of these young girls in this new pastime, 
but it is also very pleasant to think that the grace 
of movement, bodily development, and enhanced 
physical capacity engendered by the sport will react 
favourably upon the national physique.

Hungarian Crop Estimates. According to the latest 

estimate of the crops in Hungary, the condition of 
wheat is good, good to medium, or medium : rye, 
good or good to medium ; barley, mostly good, and 
oats, good to medium. The maize and potato crops 
are satisfactory.

Hungarian Treasury Bill Issue. When the Hun­
garian Government concluded in March a Four and 
a Half per Cent. Fixed Rente loan with the Roth­
schild syndicate for 150,000,000 crowns, the «Frank­
furter Zeitung» says, the issue of a new Four and 
a Half per Cent. Treasury bond loan for the same 
amount of 150,000,000 crowns was simultaneously 
arranged with purely Austrian and Hungarian banks, 
inclusive of the Rothschild firm. As is known, the 
former was successfully offered for subscription in 
April in Austria, Hungary, Holland and Germany, 
at the price of 90.60 per cent. Now the Treasury 
bonds, which have a currency of two years, are 
being issued. A large portion of the bonds has 
been placed in London, whilst the remainder is 
being offered at the price of 97 V4 per cent.
