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The New Year.

W
ith the things 
that have been 

in the dead yester­
days of the world,
1913 is fading into 
oblivion. It has been 
a stirring time and 
now that the mile­
stone is passed we 
cast a glance, regret­
ful perhaps, at His­
tory in the making.

A very regretful 
feature of the past 
year has been the 
tendency of the pe­
ople, not alone in 
the British Islands, 
towards simple anar­
chy. The appeal to 
the Unwritten Law 
which, pushed to its 
logical extreme in­
volves the right of 
everybody to go 
back to the Mosaic
Dispensation, the right of vendetta, the right 
of rebellion, had made much headway in the 
social, political and labour worlds. As all 
these phenomena have taken place in countries 
which are supposed to have travelled furthest 
and lead the world the conclusion is that there 
is much more to be said for Despotism or 
enlightened Absolutism than ever before.

The Woman’s Suffrage Movement has as far 
as England is concerned moved backwards. 
The cruel analysis of Sir Almroth Wright of 
the woman-brain and physique is justified by 
the inconsequence and total lack of logic which 
has distinguished the outrages of the year,

including the stopp­
ing of the King’s 
horse in the Derby.

Turning to the In­
ternational aspect. 
Peace between the 
one-time allies of 
the Balkans was sig­
ned in London but 
the danger of trouble 
arising out of the 
delimitation of Al­
banian frontiers and 
the choice of a ruler 
for that country re­
mained within the 
circle of probabilities 
for many months 
afterwards.

Early in the year 
news reached Eng­
land of the heroic 
death of Captain 
Scott and his com­
panions in the Anta­
rctic. It is long since 
the nation has been 
stirred as it was stir­

red on reading the story, as it appeared in 
the last paragraphs of the Commander’s appeal.

The obituary of the year includes the names 
of many people celebrated in various walks: 
Kiderlen-Waechter, Wolseley, Avebury, Morgan, 
Vámbéry, Rochefort, Bebel, Lyttleton, Ollivier, 
Prince Katsura, but it is many years since 
science had so few eminent men to mourn. 
Save for Diesel, Preece, Wallace and Sidg- 
wick, there are no gaps in the higher ranks 

In general this 
has been a year 
of accidents. The 
burning of the

than that they should have the strength of 
that unconquerable optimism which is our 
heritage to remain masters of their fate, to 
make the best of all things and to re-create 
that happiness which may be temporarily mis­
laid as the result of circumstance.

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Shakespeare season in 

Kolozsvár.
O we in England appreciate 
the works of our National 

Poet, and give him that high place 
to which his unsurpassed genius 
entitles him, more than he is appre­
ciated in other lands? That is a 
question to which 1 would not like 
to give an answer offhand. Of course

one may venture to say that some British people 
understand Shakespeare better than those not born 
to the language he writes in, but that is only 
some: people in mass offer quite another consi­
deration,

At the many representations of Shakespeare’s 
works which I have seen in England 1 generally 
noticed that the audience was for the most part 
composed of the «bon-ton» or as we say in Eng­
lish the «toney» people; I mean those who go in 
for «higher culture and lofty ideals» etc; but one 
must admit that our national poet did not write 
specially for this class. Perhaps the reason for this 
exclusiveness is that the many commentators have 
so twisted and turned his meaning, and examined 
everything with—as it were— magnifying glasses, 
that the people have got an idea that it needs a 
special education to understand his works.

Here in Hungary Shakespeare seems to be valued 
at his high worth but still not beyond the reach of 
people of ordinary intelligence.

We are now having a Shakespearian season here 
in Kolozsvár—and a very good one at that. Dr.

sapr**
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Janovics, the director of the 
National Theatre here, is a 
great lover of Shakespeare 
and I suppose there are few 
Hungarians who have a 
deeper understanding and 
better grip of the subject 
than he; and some of his 
company—I will not parti­
cularise —play the roles as 
well as some of our best 
in England—perhaps better 
than most. This is a great 
triumph when one considers 
that he has not—as we have 
in England—all the acting 
profession to choose from, 
but must use the material 
in hand. Then, for the benefit 
of the public' he gives before 
each first performance an 
explanation or resumé of the 
piece which enables every 
member of the audience to 
see and understand the finer 
points of the play. No pains 
are spared in the stage arrangements and the 
productions have been first class.

Of course all this would be useless without the 
co-operation of the public—and here I must say 
that the Kolozsvár public shows its appreciation of 
so much work and effort by packing the house at 
every performance—not only the higher society, 
but the life of the town is well represented.

Of course Shakespeare now belongs to the World 
but still it warms the heart of an Englishman to 
see the works of his National Poet so loved, honoured 
and understood in a land so far from his own.

More worthy pens than mine have enlarged on 
the (xcellence of the translations of Shakespeare in 
Hungarian—which are really second to rone—and 
it remains for me only to record the excellence of 
their arranging and acting which I have witnessed 
here and pay honour to the Director and Company 
Of the Kolozsvár National Theatre for the great 
success they have achieved.

Mr. Charles Feleki.

It is not long since we gave our readers a 
facsimile of the first English newspaper, now in 

possession of Mr. Feleki of America. We are now 
made aware that this is not an isolated ’find' on 
the part of our lost fellow-countryman but an item 
in a great collection. The interest of Mr. Feleki in 
that Journal lies not so much in the fact of its 
antiquity as in the fact that it contains reference to 
Bethlen Gábor the hero of Transylvania. All 
references to Hungarians, — their history, literature 
antiquities possess a special charm for this gentle­
man whose hobby it has become to possess him­
self of anything and everything which bears any 
remote connection with this country. Mr. Feleki 
may have become an American citizen: it is one 
of the penalties of geographical ostracism. But his 
leart remains Hungarian. A man changes his shirt 
his religion, his opinions, even his wife and home 
but a change of nationality and temperament is 
impossible to a full-grown man whose character is 
already formed under racial influences. Thus Mr. 
Feleki’s head is numbered amongst the heads of

Si ?,S SPÍrÍt Wi" °ne day ,ake its place 
in the Milky Way with those of his fighting race. 
That at least is inalienable.

Given a certain amount of success Mr. Feleki’s 
collection should, in time, become simply invalu­

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able. The chief fault of the great collections of the 
world, of whatever sort — those of the Vatican, 
Bodleian, State Archives, Museums, is that they are 
not as a rule gela'able. They are musty and mouldy 
and unreproducable. It will be interesting to know 
what will eventually become of this particular col­
lection. Will it be presented to some National 
Museum, — glass case in excelsis, — or will it be 
reprinted in book form for the information of the 
millions who, as in the classic example of Mahomet 
and the Mountain; would much prefer to command 
its presence in their homes.

Burden of Armaments.

The following resolution has been adopted by 
the committee of the Peace Society in London last 
week and sent to the Prime Minister, the Chancel­

«The committee of the Peace Society views with 
grave concern the enormous increase in the 
expenditure upon armaments in this and other 
European countries, notwithstanding the marked 
improvement in international relations, and, believ­
ing that efforts should be made by conference and 
agreement between the nations to remove this heavy 
burden, the committee urges the Government to 
take immediate steps to ensure that definite and 
adequately considered proposals for the arrest of

Hungarian Commercial Relations. Baron John 
Harkányi, the Minister of Commerce, has placed 
before Parliament a Bill empowering the Govern­
ment provisionally to regulate commercial relations 
with certain foreign States, especially the Balkan 
States, by Administrative decree. The preamble of 
the Bill points out that a definite settlement of the 
relations with the Balkan States is at present im­
possible on account of the provisional condition 
prevailing in the newly acquired territories. It is also 
mentioned that the present mutual most favoured 
nation treatment with Bulgaria has been prolonged 
by an exchange of Notes and also that negotiations 
are necessary with Turkey, Spain and Mexico.

A Leszámitoid Bank cukorgyára. A Magyar Leszá­
mítoló és Pénzváló Bank és a bécsi Länderbank 
tőketerebesi cukorgyára, a Felsőmagyarországi Cukor­
gyár Részvénytársaság most tette közzé első mérlegét.

Hungarian Finance. — Proposed Loan of 
£10,000,000. As the beginning of the financial 
year has been transferred from January to July, the 
Minister of Finance the other day introduced, in 
lieu of the annual Budget to remain in operation 
on the lines of the estimates of the preceding year, 
with certain modifications. By an Indemnity Bill the 
Minister of Finance is empowered to issue Rente 
to the amount of 250,000,000 kronen (about 
^10,416,000) to meet the non-recurring extraordinary 
expenditure entailed by the army and by reproduc­
tive works and if this should prove impossible to 
raise the amount required by a Floating Debt issue.

Austro-Hungarian Bank. The General Council of 
the Austro-Hungarian Bank estimates the dividend 
on the shares for the year 1913 at about 12SV2 
crowns. *

Vienna advices state that the general manager of 
the Austro-Hungarian Bank, M. Josef Pranger von 
Rohoncz, will retire at the end of the present year, 
having completed thirty-five years in ihe service of 
the bank. His successor is likely to be the present 
assistant manager, M. Friedrich von Schmid. M. von 
Pranger has rendered considerable services in the 
restoration of the Austrian currency and in the 
maintenance of the gold parity, Austria-Hungary 
having at present a so-called gold exchange standard. 
He is a strong partisan of the present single State 
Bank system for both Austria and Hungary and an 
opponent of a separate Hungarian State Bank.
